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ORGANISATION OF BRUHATH BENGALORU MAHANAGARA PALIKE 
OFFICES: 

 
1. The executive authority of the bbmp is exercised by the Commissioner, 
either directly or through the Officers subordinate to him.  The work of the 
bbmp is for the sake of administration divided into the following 

Departments, each of which is under the control supervision and 
management of the officer mentioned against it, subject to the general 
control and supervision of the Commissioner.   
 

2. The business in each Department is carried on through several 
recognized Sections.  The ministerial head of each section, may be an 
Accounts Superintendent or Manager, First division assistant. Each 
section is further divided into compilations.  Every compilation deals with 

a single definite subjects.  A caseworker is entrusted with one or more.  
Compilations so as to divide the total amount of work in the section evenly 
among the various caseworkers. Each section shall be given such number 

of caseworkers who may be First Division or Second Division Clerks, 
Typists and Class IV Staff as the volume of work in the Section warrants.  
In every Department there shall be a number of Stenographers who may 
be either attached to Officers or to Sections.  Stenographers attached to 
Officers will also act as their Personal Assistants.   

 
3. The Administrative Control of the BBMP rests with the Commissioner.  
The Commissioner is assisted in the discharge of his work by an Special 
Commissioner, Zonal Additional / Joint Commissioner, Deputy 
Commissioner to whom the Commissioner may delegate his powers and 
duties in accordance with the provisions of the KMC Act.  Subject to such

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general or special directions as the Commissioner may be delegate from 
time to time, officers who are placed in charge of the administrative work, 
will attend to matters relating to appointments, postings, leave, 
disciplinary action etc., of the BBMP Officials.  

 
 

POWER AND DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS OF THE BBMP 
 

Powers and functions of the Mayor:- 
 

1) The Mayor shall preside over every meeting of the BBMP. 
2) Subject to the provisions of this Act, the Mayor shall have general 

powers of inspection and may give direction to the Commissioenr 
with reard to the implementation of any resolution of the BBMP or 
a Standing Committee in the discharge of any obligatory and 
discretionary functions of the BBMP, and the Commissioenr shall 
coply with such direction. The Mayor may call any record of the 
BBMP from the Commissioner and the records made available to 

him shall be returned by him within fifteen days from the date 
they are made available.  

3) The mayor may, by an order in writing delegate any of his 
functions to the Deputy Mayor. 

4) The Mayour shall not be elgible to be elected a chairman of any 
standing committee. 

5) If the Mayour is, at the time of his election as mayor, the chairman 
o an elected member of a Standing Committee, he shall cease to 
hold office as such chairman or member of such committee.  

6) If any vacancy occurs in the office of the chairman of any Standing 
Committee, the Mayor shall convence a meeting of such committee 
for the election of another chairman.  

 
Functins of the Deputy Mayor:  
 
1) When the office of the Mayor is vacant, his functions shall devolve 

on the Deputy Mayor until a new mayor is lected.  
2) If the Mayor is continuously absent from the city for more than eight 

days, or is incapacitated for more than eight days his functions 
shall devolve on the Deputy Mayour returns to the city or recoves 
from his incapacity, as the case may be.  

3) The Deputy Mayor shall have the power to direct the Commissioner 
to get the Administration and Audit Reports prepare in time.  

4) The Deputy Mayour shall discharge such functions of the Mayour as 

may be delegated to him by the mayor.

Functions of the Standing Committees of the BBMP of the City of 
Bangalore. 

 
1) The Standing Committes for the BBMP of the city of Bengaluru shall 

perform the following functios, namely:- 
a) The Standing Committee for taxation and finance shall deal with all 
matters relating to finance and taxation and all matters not 
specifically assigned to any other Standing Committee; 

b) The Standing Committee for public health shall deal with all matters 
relating to public health; 

c) The Stainding Committee for town planning and improvement shall 
deal with all mattes relating to town planning and improvement; 

d) The Standing Committee for public works shall deal with all matters 
relating to public works.  

e) The Standing Committee for public works shall deal with all mattes 
relating to accounts and audit; 

f) The Standing Committee for education and social justice shall deal 
with all matters relating to education and securing the social justice 
to persons belonging to the Sheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes 
and other weaker sections of the society and women; 

g) The Standing Committee for appeal shal deal with all matters 
relating to appeals; 

h) The Standing Committee for horticulture and marketing shall deal 
with all matters relating to hortidulture and marketing.  
 

2) The BBMP shall by regulations framed for the purpose, determine 
the powers and duties of each standing Committee, not spedifically 
provided for in this Act and may by regulations provide for a 

conference of two or more standing Committees or for the 
appointment out of such committee of a joint committee for any 
purpose in respect of which they may be jointly interested.  

3) The Stanidng Committee for accounts, in addition to the powers and 
duties assigned to it under the regulations: 

 

a) Shall supervise the utilization of the budget grants; 
b) Shall have access to the accounts of the Corporation and may 
require the Commissioner to furnish any clarification which it 
considers to be necessary as to the receipts and expenditure of the 
BBMP Fund: 

c) May conduct a monthly audit of the BBMP accounts and shall be 

bound to check the montly abstract of receipt and disbursements for 
the preceding month as furnished by the Commissioner; and 
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d) May, subject to the approval of the BBMP, write off the amount of 
any loss or depreciation caued to Corporation property which 
appears to the Committee to be irrecoverable.  

 

Provided that where the amount of any such loss or depreciation 
exceede rupees one thousand it shall not be written off except with 
the previous sanction of the Government. 
 

4) The BBMP shall sanction such staff as may reasonably be required 
by the Standing Committee to discharge their respective functions. 

 
 

 
 
1. COMMISSIONER:  

The Commissioner is the Chief Executive Officer of the BBMP and he 
has to carry out the provisions of the KMC Act subject to the powers 
conferred by the Act on the BBMP or the Standing Committee.  He will 
have to give effect to every resolution passed by the BBMP unless it is 
cancelled in whole or in part by the Government.   He can attend the 
meetings of the BBMP and any Standing Committee and take part in the 
discussions as a matter of right and he is also bound to attend any 
meeting of the BBMP or Standing Committee is required, to do so by the 

Mayor.   But he cannot take part in the voting.  He prescribes the duties of 
the BBMP establishment and exercises supervision and control over their 
acts and proceedings.  In case of emergency he may direct the execution of 
any work or the doing of which is necessary for the interests and safety of 

the public and in such case he shall have to report forthwith the action so 
taken and the reasons therefore to such other authority.  He will have to 
see to the timely preparation of the annual administration report and the 
budget estimates of receipts and expenditure of the BBMP.  He may 

delegate to the holder of Office, any of his ordinary powers, duties or 
functions subject to such limitations conditions and restrictions as 
contemplated in the provisions of the Act and shall also be subject to his 

control and revision.   
 

2. The Special Commissioner, Zonal Addl. / Joint Commissioner, Deputy 
Commissioner deputise for the Commissioner and will exercise such 
powers as the Commissioner delegates to him from time to time.    

 

3. The official Head of each Department or office is responsible for the careful 
observance of the rules and statutory provisions in the transaction of 

business in his department.  He exercises general supervision and control 
over the staff members of the staff do the work allotted to them efficiently 
and expeditiously.  It is his duty to take efficient steps for the prompt

dispatch of business in his Department.  He is required to propose a 
statement of distribution of work in the office among the various officials 
and to have the same circulated and recorded.  He should see that 
persons who seek replies from his office are able to get them promptly.  He 
should visit periodically the different sections of his office, inspect the 
tables of the staff and see how the work is going on, in order to find out 

whether the papers are properly arranged and the work is carried on 
methodically and the office is maintained tidily.   

4. The ministerial staff in each department consists of Accounts 
Superintendents, Managers, Stenographers, Typists, 1st Division Clerks, 

2nd Division Clerks, Attenders and Peons.   
 

5. The Accounts Superintendent, Manager is an officer who is incharge of a 

Section.   He is primarily responsible for the general efficiency of the 
Section in his charges and is directly responsible to the officer under 
whom he works for the efficient and expeditious dispatch of business at 
all stages.  In the main his functions will consist of :   

 
(i) Distribution of work among his staff as evenly as possible.  
(ii) Training, helping and advising the staff in the section.   
(iii) Ensuring prompt and efficient disposal of work in the section and 

adoption of proper methods for progressing of cases.  
(iv) Timely submission of arrear statements and other periodical 

returns. 
(v) Exercising general supervision over his section in regard to 

dispatch of business. 
(vi) Ensuring that the caseworker maintains his personal registers 

properly and up-to-date.   
(vii) Ensuring that the caseworkers observes the instructions issued 

in respect of maintenance of files and noting on the files.  
(viii) Dealing personally with complicated cases.  
(ix) Ensuring that whenever there is a transfer of a caseworker in his 

section, a detailed charge list of all the pending papers is 
prepared and full responsibility assumed by the incoming 
officials. 

(x) Inspecting the work of every case worker under him once a 
month.  

(xi) Maintaining of Reference Books and Office order file up-to-date.   
(xii) Ensuring that indexing and recording work is done promptly and 

properly and record files are sent to Central Records Section 
promptly. 

(xiii) Maintaining order and discipline in the Section.  
(xiv) Keeping the section neat and tidy.   
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6. A First Division/Second Division Clerk is called a caseworker and he 
works under the orders of the Head of the section and is responsible for 
work entrusted to him.  Each caseworker in a section is allotted a certain 
number of subjects to deal with.  His duties mainly are:   
 
(i) to maintain case registers;   

(ii) to arrange papers and cases, in order, state briefly the issues to 
the decided, point out the deficiencies found in the 
correspondence and quote the standing orders and precedants 
applicable to the case.   

(iii) to be conversant with the laws, rules and regulations, standing 
orders, circulars, precedants etc. relating to the subject entrusted 
to him;   

(iv) to ensure that the papers and files he is dealing with are 
promptly submitted for orders and not delayed;   
 
 

(v) to maintain all prescribed registers for the proper accountability 
and disposal of the papers received and dealt with by him;  

(vi) to be well acquainted with the prescribed procedure. 
(vii) to keep papers and files in tidy condition. 

(viii) to ensure that reports/returns if any, are received/submitted in 
appropriate time; 

(ix) to maintain references books connected with his work amended 
and up-to-date. 

(x) To generally assist the Head of the Section in whatever manner 
he may desire in the proper functioning of the section.   

(xi) To prepare whenever there is a transfer of charge, a detailed 
charge list of all the papers and cases pending with him with 
reference to Special Registers case Registers, Periodical Registers 
and handover complete charge of these records and registers to 
his successor.  
 

7. II Division Clerks are entrusted with the routine duties of maintaining 
prescribed registers, dispatching, indexing and recording of files.  In 

addition, they should assist the caseworkers and the Head of the Section 
in the preparation of statements and periodical returns, issue of 
reminders and comparing fair copies.   

8. A Stenographer is generally employed on Stenographic work.  He may be 

called upon whenever necessary, to assist in typing work.  A Stenographer 
attached to officers may also be required to act as Personal Assistant.  The 
principal duties and responsibilities of Personal Assistants-cum-
Stenographer are:   
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(i) Taking dictation in shorthand and its transcription in the best 
manner possible;   

(ii) Screening the telephone calls and visitors in a tactful manner;   
(iii) Keeping and accurate list of engagements, meetings etc., and 

reminding the officer in sufficient time for keeping them up;   
(iv)  Preserving and maintaining in good order the confidential records 

and other papers in the personal custody of the officer;    
(v)  Keeping a File Movement Registers in respect of files passed by his 

officers to other offices; 
(vi) Keeping track of the progress of the action taken by the officers 

concerned on important matters as required by his officers;    
(vii) Keeping track of the progress of the action taken by the officers 

concerned on important matters as required by his officers;   

(viii) Destroying by burning his stenographic record of confidential or 
secret letters after the letter has been typed and issued;  

(ix) Familiaring himself with the practice and procedure followed in 
connection with the tours of officers;  

(x) Generally assisting the officer in such manner as he may direct.   
 

 
9. Typists should attend to typing work which should be characterized by 

speed, accuracy, cleanliness and neatness.  The typists will be held 
personally responsible for any mistake or untidiness in fair copying. 
Typists should also attend to comparing work when called upon to do so.  
Typists should append their initials with date at the left hand bottom 
corner of all fair copies typed by them.   Each Typists is required to 
maintain a work sheet to show the number fo papers of typed matter and 
number of copies taken out each day.  
 

10. The menial staff will be under the immediate control of Heads of offices 
who are responsible for their proper distribution among the office staff 
and officers.  The menial servants shall carry out the duties allotted to 
them by the Heads of Offices, officials and by officers to whom they are 
attached. 
 

11. The Jamedar, Daffedar or Head Peon in each office will exercise 
supervision over the other person.  He will attend office punctually and 
see that the peons are detailed for the duties assigned to them.  He must 
also see that the office and officer’s rooms are properly swept and dusted 

daily before office hours.  While on duty, he should wear the uniform 
supplied to him, and shall ensure that the peons attached to the officers 
and office, keep their uniform tidy and that, while on duty, appear neatly 
dressed and also wear the badges supplied to them.  
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DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE OFFICERS OF THE 
ENGINEERING DEPARTMENT 

 
DUTIES OF THE ENGINEER IN CHIEF:   
 

The BBMP Engineer in Chief is the Administrative and Executive Head 
of the works Department and is responsible to the Commissioner for its 

proper management the following are his principal outdoor duties:   
 

1. Inspection and checking of all necessary masonry buildings and the works 
and road repair and reform works as often as if shall be necessary during 

the progress of the works.   
2. Inspecting periodically the workshop and general stores and taking the 
stock of the stores before the end of the official year.  

3. Making inspections with reference to complaints received by him or 

referred to him by the Commissioner for report and also for the purpose of 
checking the work of his outdoor staff.  

4. Inspecting and submitting to the Commissioner schemes and proposals in 
regard to forming new roads, widening the existing roads and streets and 
other matters for the improvements of the City. 

5. Exercising control over the construction of private building with reference 
to building Bye-laws.   

6. The responsibility for all importants structural design under execution 
rests on the Chief Engineer who should exercise careful control over the 
work of the designing and technical sections.  The Executive Engineer will 
attend office daily and his work at the office comprises the following items:  
  
i. To deal with all reports from his subordinates and correspondences 

with the publics submitting to the Commissioner all important 

drafts.   
ii. To sanction estimates and submit all other estimates for the 

sanction of the Commissioner or the Standing Committee or the 
Council as the case may be. 

iii. To sanction all building plans including Commercial and industrial 
on sites up to 75 squares.  

iv. To submit  progress reports of works under his charge once a month 
to he Commissioner and the Annual Administration Report and 

Budget proposals with estimates for the Department.  
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v. To check the offices arrear lists and see that all registers are 
properly maintained and that all returns due from the Deputy 
Engineers, Workshop, the stores and his own offices are submitted 
in time. 

  
7. The Executive Engineer will inspect and Asst. Executive Engineer’s office 

once in six months to satisfy that the initial accounts including that of 
stock, tools and plants and other registers and records, agreements, 
contractors ledger, estimates etc., are maintained properly.  

8. It is the duty of the Chief Engineer to recommend to the Higher 

Authorities, removals, transfers and postings of Asst. Executive 
Engineers, Assistant Engineers, Accounts Superintendents and Junior 
Engineers.  

9. He also empowered to transfer Accounts, Superintendents, Asst. 
Engineer / Junior Engineers and other non-gazetted subordinates within 
the Engineering Department. 

10. He will see that the authorized system of accounts of stock and tools and 

plant is maintained throughout the engineering department and that the 
Deputy Engineers submit their accounts punctually. 

11. He will watch the progress of expenditure under all Heads of accounts of 
the Engineering Department with a view to see that the sanctioned grants 

are not exceeded and if an excess  is, for unforeseen and unavoidable 
reason becomes inevitable, prompt action is taken for applying for 
supplemental grant.   

12. Before according sanction to the revised estimate or workshop or before 
submitting them to the Commissioner, Standing Committee, Corporation 
or the government for sanction, the Corporation Engineer should inspect 
the work, if it is an important major work and satisfy himself thoroughly 
that the excess have been reasonably incurred and could not have been 
foreseen at the time of preparation of the original estimate.   
 

 
DUTIES OF CHIEF ENGINEERS:   
 
The Executive Unit of the Department is the Zone, incharge of the Deputy 

Engineer, who is responsible for the Corporation Engineer for the efficient 
and prompt execution and management of all works within his zone.   He is 
responsible that the proper measures are taken to preserve all buildings in 
his charge.  It is his duty to report to the Engineer immediately any serious 

damage to or loss to immovable property of the Corporation occurred by any 
accident.  He is responsible for correct assessment if such items if revenue as 
are collected through the Engineering Department and should maintain the 
necessary records.  He should inspect work in his zone and see that they are 

maintained inefficient conditions.   
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• He is responsible that all tools and plant articles-especially surveying and 

mathematical instruments and also stock articles and materials at site of 
work are promptly cared for and will report on this conditions to the 
Corporation Engineer at the prescribed period.   

 

• The Deputy Engineer should not commence the construction of any work 

and incur expenditure without the sanction of the competent authority.  
He should take necessary step to obtain funds for the work under his 
control and keep his accounts and submit them punctually to the Central 
accounts Department as per rules.  He should watch the progress of 

Expenditure under each sub-head of work in contract with a sanctioned 
estimate.  He should examine at least once in a month the books of the 
subordinates to see that the primary accounts fairly represent progress of 
each work and the accounts are personally attended to by the Assistant 
Engineers.  He should close the account immediately the work is 
completed and prepared completion report.   The Deputy Engineer is 
personaly responsible for affording information in cases of probability of 
excess over estimated cost of work and he is expected not to allow any 
delay to occur in reporting to the Corporation Engineer in any such 
probability.  In such cases, as well as those relating to irregularities in the 
rates or cost of sub-head, the work slip should be submitted for orders.

• Execution and management of works. 

• Taking Administrative and Technical approvals rom the competent 
authority. 

• Taking work code. 

• Invitation of Tenders. 

• Evaluaion and recommendation of tenders. 

•  Executon of Agreements and issue of work ordes to the agencies 

• Notice to agencies for delay in executions. 

• 25% check measurements of Executed works. 

• Periodic inspection of all works in the jurisdiction. 

• Mainatenance of all registers of the drawing branch and account 
section. 

• Inspection of sub Divisional Offices and ward offices. 

• Public information officer as per RTI Act. 

• Submission of estimates to highe officers with all etails required like 
Budgetary Provisions, Technical information and any other related 
matters as per the relevant codal procedures and acts. 

• Monitoring quality checks of the public works. 

• Review of works.  

• Submission of conmpleted works of payment and release of LOC and 

payment to the contractors. 

• Submission of progress reports to the higher authorities. 

• Approval of 462 notices in respect of violations of buildings byelaws. 
 

Duties of Assistant Executive Engineers:   
 

A  Zone is divided into Ranges which are placed in charge of Assistant 
executive Engineers who are responsible to the chief Engineers in-charge of 
the Zone for the efficient management and satisfactory execution of all 
original works and repairs and the collection of materials and for the correct 

maintenance of accounts pertaining to them.  The Assistant Engineer is held 
personally responsible for the correctness of all initial account records 
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required to be maintained in his office.  He should examine the transactions 
relating to all such accounts and other important records and see that they 
are correct and confirm to rule in all respects.  It is his responsibility to see 
that all important records are maintained up-to-date and their extracts 
wherever necessary are submitted to the Deputy Engineer’s office on due 
dates.  It is the primary duty of the Assistant Engineers to ensure that all 

subordinates working under him are well posted in the work of correctly 
maintaining their primary accounts of work that is muster rolls, 
measurement books, material at site accounts, tools and plant accounts and 
progress report of all works, in their charge etc.  The Assistant Engineers 

should also inspect periodically all tanks, buildings, roads, bridges, culverts, 
drains etc., in his charge and see their proper maintenance.   
 

It is the responsibility of the Assistant Engineers to see that all 
revenues due in his charge is assessed and collected. 
 
 
Duties of the Assistant Engineer:   
 
Outdoor:  
(1) Inspection and check measurement of all Engineering works under 

progress in his range.  
(2) Supervision and check of the work of the Junior Engineers and all 
other subordinates under them.   

(3) Periodicals inspection of all corporation buildings and reporting on 
their condition.  

(4) Inspecting and reporting on the conditions of roads. 
(5) Inspection of private buildings or building sites with reference to plans 
submitted for sanction and also during progress of such works and 
reporting to the Deputy Engineer in cases of deviations or violations of 
the rules and by-laws framed under the Act. 

(6) Inspecting and reporting about dangerous buildings. 
(7) Investigating into complaints received direct or referred by the Deputy 
Engineer regarding the works in his charge, roads, encroachment, 
unauthorized buildings, conduct of subordinates etc.  

(8) Checking once in every quartes materials at site account of Junior 
Engineers and reporting to the Deputy Engineer in case of 
irregularities.  

(9) Submission of diary regarding the work done to the Engineer at the end 

of every week.  
 
Indoor:   
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(1) Dealing with all reports from Junior Engineers and complaints from the 
public and submitting reports and drafts to the Engineer when called 
for.   

(2) Scrutinizing building plans and application and according sanction in 
respect of plans on site area upto 24 squares except commercial and 
industrial and submitting to the Deputy Engineer the other plans for 

sanction or refusal giving reasons in the later case in pursuance of 
building By-laws.   

(3) Checking the registers and diaries of Junior Engineer and other 
outdoor staff.   

(4) Scrutinizing estimates for budgeted works or other works ordered by 
the Commissioner and submitting them to the Deputy Engineer.   

(5) Maintaining list of roads and streets in his range. 

(6) Maintaining a progress report of works carried out in his ranges.   
(7) Reporting to the Deputy Engineer about the irregularities of contractors 

and conduct of his subordinates etc.   
(8) He will send daily a statement of fushed-out lamps to the concerned 

Electrical Supervisor.   
(9) He will send inspection notes of superior officers on the same day for 

their confirmation.   
 

Duties of work inspectors (Electrical):   
(1) To prepare sketches in respect of new street light proposals.   
(2) To follow up street lights estimates in K.E.B. 
(3) To deal with street lights correspondences pertaining to shifting of 

power lines and poles etc.  
(4) To maintain statistics of street lights.   
(5) To be incharge of collection of electrical materials from the Central 

Stores.  
(6) To submit a diary of the work done by him at the end of every week to 

the Assistant Engineer.   
 
 
DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF JUNIOR ENGINEER:   
 
A. Duties and responsibilities relating to execution of works:   
 

A Junior Engineer posted incharge of a Corporation Division of 
Divisions or to specific works as laid down in the posting order or modified 

from time to time by the Deputy Engineer or higher authority shall be 
responsible for to the extent with his charge.   

 
(a) The proper execution of all works in his Corporation Division are his 

charge.  In particular this will include in the case of works given on 
contract.  
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(b) Setting out of checking the works to see that the works are carried out 
according to approved plans and specifications.  

(c) Checking the quantity of materials on arrival at site and at time of 
usage on work to ensure that they comply with specifications.   

(d) Watching the proportion of ingredients in mortars, concrete etc. and 
ensure that they are as per standards specified for the particular item 

of work.   
(e) Checking that the workman-ship in the execution of work is to 

specification.   
(f) Checking whether proper care and protection is taken to avoid 

accidents or danger to workmen or to third parties or to adjacent 
properties.   

(g) Ensuring that all the conditions of contract are properly observed and 

take appropriate action to report violations and recommending suitable 
action and pursue the matter with higher authorities to see orders are 
received expeditiously.   

(h) Keeping an account of the receipts, issues and use of departmental 

materials on the work.  
(i) Taking charge of unserviceable or dismantled materials obtained 
during the execution of a work and promptly report for their disposal or 
otherwise end till in his charge be responsible.  A register shall be 

maintained in the prescribed form indicating clearly the source of 
receipt with reference to measurement book number and page, name of 
wok, D.R. Nos. and he should record in the M.B. and the bill that the 
dismantled materials and unserviceable materials are accounted in the 
register and extract of the same should be sent to the Assistant 
Engineer monthly to reach him by the 5th of the succeeding month in 
the prescribed form.   

(j) Forecasting and reporting the requirements of materials, tools and 
plant etc. required for works sufficiently early so that they could be 
arranged for and got supplied in time.   

(k) Taking and recording measurements and assisting in check-
measurements.  

(l) Preparing contractors’ bills and recording details of quantity and cost of 
materials issued and Tools and plant and machinery hired which are 

recoverable from the contractor.   
 
In the case of works taken up for execution departmentally through 

departmental labour, he will be responsible for:   

 
(1) Setting out the work;   
(2) Sending timely intimation to the Assistant Engineer of the 
requirements of materials, tools, plant etc. so that there is no 

interruption or slackening of work due to lack of these;   
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(3) Receiving temporary storing, accounting and issuing departmental 
materials required for execution of the work;   

(4) Receiving temporarily storing and issuing departmental tools and plant 
to the labour and returning them to store or other place as directed by 
the Assistant Engineer when the tools and plants are no longer 
required;   

(5) Mustering the labour and maintaining the muster roll as per rules;   
(6) Allotment work to the labour in such a manner as will ensure efficient 
performance of the work;  

(7) Maintaining a record of the out-turn of work every day, including 

issues of departmental materials, if nay, was employed.  All this should 
be noted in a book and the duplicate and triplicate copies should be 
sent to the Assistant Engineer and the Deputy Engineer daily;  

(8) Assisting the Assistant Engineer is disbursing wages to the workmen 
after identifying them ; and 

(9) Carrying out any instruction received from higher officers from time to 
time regarding execution of works. 

 
 
B. Duties and responsibilities relating to maintenance of works, 
properties;  
 
 In respect of maintenance of roads, bridges, buildings or other 
structures that are entrusted, the Junior Engineer is responsible and his 
duties include;  
 
i) Making a systematic examination of the works under his chare and 

reporting the condition and maintenance requirements to the 
Assistant Engineer and arranging for the proper up keep of the 
structure; 

ii) (a) the maintenance of a register in the prescribed from giving the 
details of all Corporation properties including buildings in his 
jurisdiction together with the revenue and engineering survey mpas 
of each such property showing the structures and usage of the 
same, keeping the register upto date and noting in the register the 

dates of inspection by him and the condition and action taken to 
prevent occupation and encroachment. In case of further addition, 
indicating the source from which the property is acquired or 
obtained date of payment of award, date of taking over, purpose for 

which taken over and action taken to utilize the property; 
 
(b) the maintenance  of a register showing all roads, streets, lanes, 
footpaths belonging to the Corporation giving all details as requied 

in the register and keeping it up-to-date; 
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(c) the maintenance of a register showing the location of all public 
water taps, maintained by the Corporation after giving numbers to 
the taps for facility of location;   
 
(d) the maintenance of a register of street lights in the prescribed 
forms showing all street light fittings indicating the streetlight pole 

No.K.E.B. and the nature of fitting;  
 
(e) the maintenance of the following in the prescribed forms:   
 

(i) Register of references received and disposed;   
(ii) Register of references received and disposed;  
(iii) Register of programme of works and progress   

(iv) Register of subordinate staff and jurisdiction;  
(v) Register of bills submitted and disposal; 
(vi) Register of measurement books;  
(vii) Register of building application licences.   

 

(iii) the taking of urgent steps either for protection of property of life or 
restoring communications as for instance, prevention of breach of tanks, 
cutting and removing fallen trees from roads etc.  These should be arranged 

then and there and the fact reported to the Assistant Engineer.  
Departmental labour should be employed as far as possible for such purpose;   

 
(iv) Supervising maintenance of works and keeping accounts of materials 

used, departmental tools and plant employed etc.; 
 

(v) reporting cases of buildings, tanks, trees, wells etc. that may be 
dangerous to the public or to the inmates of such buildings and take such 
action as may e ordered; 

 

(vi) They should submit a dairy of the work done by them at the end of every 

week to the Assistant Engineer. 
 

C. Duties and Responsibilities relating to the Survey, Invetigation and 
preparation of Estimates: 

 
The Junior Engineers shall be responsible for the Survey, investigation 

and collection of all field data necessary for the construction of new works or 
alternations and additions to existing works or repairs, maintenance of 
existing works or repairs and maintenance of exiting works or repairs and 
maintenance of existing structures which fall within his jurisdiction and for 
the preparation and submission of estimates relating to them. He shall 
maintain a register in the prescribed form, showing details of estimates 
submitted and their final disposal.  
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D. Accounts and other duties relating thereto: 
 
The Junior Engineer shall be responsible for the safe custody and 

rendering proper accounts, as per rues, of cash, materials, scientific 
instruments, tools and plants etc. entrusted to him or which pass through 
the Section accounts and the accounts shall be maintained in the forms 

prescribed.  
 

E. The Junior Engineer shall furnish information required in so far as his 
section is concerned to answer interpullations in the Corporation.  

 
F. The Junior Engineer shall be responsible for making timely arrangements 
for the disposal of unserviceable or surplus tools and plant, scientific 

instruments etc. after obtaining the orders of Assistant Engineer.  
 
G. The Junior Engineer shall make on the spot enquiries and submit reports 
on matter referred by he Superior Officers.  

 
H. When directed to to so, the Junior Engineer shall prepare and submit 
valuation reports of buildings and structures.  

 

I. Duties and Responsibilities relating to Prosecutions:  
 
The Junior Engineer should make himself thoroughly conversant with 

the provisions of the Corporations Act and Rules thereunder so far as they 
relate to the Engineering Department and should promptly bring to notice all 
cases of violations of the Act and Rules and under orders he should issue 
notices or institute prosecutions. 

 
J. Responsibilities relating to the Scrutiny etc. of Plans: 

 
 On recept of the application and plans, the Junior Engineer shall 
inspect the site and verify if the applications satisfies all the conditions laid 
down in the Corporation Act its bye-laws and the rules and shall return the 
application from within three days to the Assistant Engineer clearly stating 

the objections, if any, and if no objection to say so definitely and that they 
are strictly as per by-laws O. D. P. The junior Engineer shall be responsible 
to sec that no deviation from the sanctioned plan is allowed and if done to 
take prompt and effective action under law. Such inspections shall be make 

at least three times in a month and the dates of inspection and progress of 
work shall be noted in the Register of Building licenses in the prescribed 
form. The Junior Engineer shall at once report all cases of deviations or 
breach of building regulation and make specific recommendations and 

persue the matter. He shall also bring to notice all unauthorized 
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constructions, and all cases of breach of the provisions of the Act in respect 
of Building regulations.  

 
K. The Junior Engineer shall submit his Dairy in the prescribed form 
promptly as per standing orders.  

 

L. Transfer of Charge: 
 

Whenever a Junior Engineer is transferred or he proceeds on leave, he 
should handover all the registers and accounts referred above as also 

materials in the chare further a note relating to the works in progress and 
further action to be taken should also be given to the reliever. A statement of 
reference, cases, records etc. pending disposal should be prepared and 

handed over. Copies of the handing over notes should be submitted to the 
Assistant Engineer and Deputy Engineer concerned.  

 
M. When a Junior Engineer is posted as Custodion of Stores, he is 
responsible for:- 

 
(i) Receiving articles ordered to the stocked in stores, verifying the quality 

with specifications and quantity as per the order and keeing under 

safe-custody in suitable places in the stores; 
(ii) Recording measurements of such receipts; 
(iii) Ensuring proper storage of articles in the stores by taking necessary 

precautions to prevent deterioration due to storage, damages due to fire 
and other hazards and los due to unauthorized removal of stores.  

(iv) Ensuring the accuracy of measuring instruments like weighing 
balances, tapes etc. by frequent checks and adjustments; 

(v) Ensuring that the articles covered by proper indents and approved by 
the Stores officer are issued out of the stores and that the issue is 
made to the person authorized to receive the same and that 
acknowledgement of the party is obtained.  

(vi) Keeping proper accounts and submitted proper returns as per rules, of 
receipts, issues and balances of different articles; 

(vii) Arranging for taking delivery of goods consigned to the stores and 

authorized to be received therein from Railway Stations, transporting 
agents premises etc. without causing delay, demurrage of any 
avoidable expenses; 

(viii) Controlling the work of labour employed in handling of stores within 

stores premises and keeping such account records as are necessary 
and prescribed from time to time for any payment that may have to be 
made to the labourers; 

(ix) Bringing to the notice of highe authorities articles which are in short 

apply so hat action may be taken for procurement of the same in time; 
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(x) Reporting to higher authorities of the availability of surplus articles 
which have not been indented for the last 6 months or more, so that 
steps may be taken for their early disposal; 

(xi) Bringing to the notice of higher authorities case where articles and 
likely to get deteriorated; 

(xii) Verifying bills of suppliers pertaining to store transactions and 

processing the same in according with rules.  
 
Duties and Responsibilities of an Accounts Clerk. 
 

A. An Accounts Clerk entrustd with the uty of pre-audit of 
work/supply bills shall be responsible; 
 

i) For checking cent percent the arithmetical accuracy of the 
measurements of items of work / suppliers entered in the 
measurement book; 

ii) For tracing the quantities of items of work/supplies from the 

measurement books in to bill and ensuring that the 
specifications of items of work / supplies as entered in the 
Measurement Book are correctly brought forward I to the bill: 

iii) For seeing that the measurements are checked by the Assitant 

Engineer and (Executive Engineer where necessary) and check 
certificate is recorded in the measurement book as per rulesl 

iv) For checking to see that the specifications of items of work / 
supplies and rates claimed in the bill are as per agreement of 
supply order and or schedule of rate, approved date rate, as 
the case may be, and bring to notice deviations/ discrepancies 
if any, and for noting on the agreement / supply order the fact 
of passing the bill with details of bill amount and its serial 
number, if on a running account;  
 

For seeing that the recoveries towards royalty, cost of stock and other 
materials issued to the contractor. Hire charges of plant, machinery hired to 
the constractor and such other recovey as may have been ordered by the 
Audit and by the Deputy Engineer are actually recovered and where there is 

non-recovery of postponement of the recovery, that orders of the Deputy 
Engineer or other competent authority are obtained for such non-recovery of 
postponement recovery, and where any item of work claimed in the bill 
relates to dismantling etc. for seeing that the certificate of Junior Engineer 

and Assistant Engineer is recorded that the dismantled materials are 
recovered and entered in folio…….. of the Register of dis-mantled materials / 
surplus / unserviceable materials; 
 

(vi) for seeing that the work is proceeding according the programme 
stipulated in the agreement nad for obtaining orders of the Deputy Engineer 
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regarding levy of penalty or otherwise for short fall in progress or delay in the 
completion of work; 
 
vii) for bringing to notice cases of considerable delay between the date of 
measurement and the date of preparation of bill as also delays in check-
measurement; 

 
viii) for seeing that the estimate for the work is sanctioned or purchase 
sanction for supplies is received and comparing the total up-to-date quantity 
and amounts of items of work/supply claimed in the bill with the provisions 

in the sanctioned estimate / purchase sanction and bring to notice cases of 
excess over provision or deviations from the sanction. He should also note on 
the sanctioned estimate / purchase sanction the No. and amount of bill 

passed for paymet; 
 
ix) for checking the up-to-date outly inclusive of the amount of the bill under 
check with the grants allotted and bring to notice excess over grant; 

 
x) for seeing in the case of first and final bills or final bills on a running 
account, that they are accompanied by (a) statement showing materials 
required, materials issued and materials consumed and (b) the completion 

report of the work. After payment the fact of final payment should be 
recorded on the sanctioned estimate (purchase sanction), agreement and 
work order / supply order, to prevent double payments: 
 
xi) When bill for the refund or earnest Money Deposit and further Security 
Deposit are received for seeing that the Assistant Engineer has recorded 
certificate that the work / supply is completed in al respects satisfactorily, 
that the final bill is paid vide voucher No…….. dated…… that the contractor 
has accepted the final bill in full settlement of all demands, that the revised 
estimate is sanctioned by……. And that there are not dues recoverable from 
the contractor. Before passing the refund bill, he should also verify the 
deposit register. Note the fact of refund against the concerned item: 
 
xii) similarly in the case of supply bills, for seeing that the certificate of 

receipt of articles in good condition (in the case of plant and machinery in 
addition, certificate that the plant and machinery are tested and found to be 
in good working order) reference to folio of the Register of Receipt of stock/ 
Tooks, plant and M. B. No. and page is given on the bill by the stores officer 

and for checking the entries and making notes and payment in the register, 
M. B and supply order / Agreement and purchase register to prevent double 
payment.  
 

xiii) In the case of muster rolls received in respect of works taken execution 
departmentally (i) for checking the N. M Rs with daily labour reports (ii) for 
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seeing that the attendance is marded as per fules, wages are computed 
correctly and paid without delay after identification by the Junior Engineer, 
(iii) that the out-turn is commensurate with the labour employed and (iv) that 
the account of materials received and issued, plant and machinery employed 
with details of sub-heads of work on which utilised are given for proper 
classification and posting in the Register of work;   

 
B. An Accounts Clerk entrusted with the duty of handling cash is 
responsible for:- 
 

i) Posting in the cash book, the transactions of receipts and payments in 
the proper order of occurrence and as soon as they occur; 

ii) Preparing the vouchers and receipts and returning the triplicate copy of 

voucher to the Assistant Engineer in case of work bills; 
iii) Securing reconciliation with the treasury in respect of receipts and 

payments in to the Treasury; 
iv) Keeping the Register and Measurement books posted up-to-date and 

keeping un-used measurement books in safe custody and keeping 
watch over the return of measurement books issued for use: 

v) Keeping the Register and cheque books and recipt books posted with 
details of cheque books and receipt books in use and of the blank 

books in custody in-used; 
 

B. An Account Clerk entrusted with the work of compilation of 
Accounts, posting of register is responsible for: 
 
i) Posting the general abstract with the cash, stock and transfer 
entry order transactions and for tallying the receipts, payments 
etc.,  

ii) the preparation of schedules accompanying the accounts; 
iii) keeping the postings in the registers entrusted to him, up-to-
date;  

iv) in the case of Deposti / Purchase Registers for posting the 
Registers and reviewing the balaces and for taking action to laps 
old and unclaimed items; 

v) In the case of Register of M.P.W advances for posting the register 
and for reviewing the register monthly and to bring to notice 
items outstanding recovery since long; 

vi) In the case of Registers of Revenue, for keeping the register 

posted up-to-date, for seeing that demands are reaised on the 
due dated and for bringing to notice cases where amounts due 
are not realized or brought to account and for issue of notices 
etc.,  

vii) Checking the accounts of stock and tools, plant received and for 
posting them in the Annual Register of Stock and Register of 
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Tools and plant and for bringing to notices of the Deputy 
Engineer cases of delay in stock taking and when verification is 
done, discrrepances between the Book and ground balances; 

viii) for keeping the Register of Buildings and properties (including 
roads, street lights, water taps etc) posted up-to-date and for re 
conciliation with the books of the Assistant Engineer.  

 
Duties of the Divisional Accountant 
 
(1) The Divisional Accountant is treated as the senior members of 

the office establishment of the Division. His position in respect 
of accounts is analogous to that of a Assistant Engineer in 
respect of work. 

 
2. The functions of the Divisional Accountant are three fold: 

 
i) As accountant is as the compiler of the accounts of the Division 

in accordance with prescribed rules.  
ii) As an internal auditors changed with the responsibility of 

applying certain preliminary cheks to the initial Accounts 
vouchers, etc.; 

iii) As financial assistant i.e., as the general Assistant and adviser to 
the Deputy Engineer in all matters relating to Accounts and 
the budget estimates or to the operation of financial rules 
generally.   
 

3. He should advice the Deputy Engineer on the financial effect of all 
proposals for expenditure.  
 
4. He should keep a watch over all the liabilities against the grants of the 
Division as they are incurred. 
 
5. He should see that the rules and orders in force are observed in respect of 
all the transactional of the Division which comes within his sphere of duties.  
 

6. If he considers that any transaction or order affecting receipts or 
expenditure is opposed to any rule or order, he should bring the fact to the 
notice of the Deputy Engineer with a statement detailing the reasons and to 
obtain his orders. If he is over ruled and he is not satisfied with the orders 

decision he should made brief note of the case in the Register of Divisonal 
Accountants Audit objections and lay the register before the Deputy Engineer 
for reconsideration of his advie and recording the reasons for disregarding 
the advice. This register may be placed before the Auditor during his 

inspections of the Division for review. If no inspection of the Auditor take 
places during any year an extract of the entries may be sent to him of review. 
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He should check the computed tenders for work. 
 
8. He should inspect at least once a year. The Accounts records of the 
Assistant Engineers office and check a percentage of the initial accounts and 
to submit the report of inspection to Deputy Engineer for orders.  

 
9. He should maintain a register of Audit No9tes and Inspection reports 
received and disposed off. 
 

10. He should scrutinize the cheques with reference to the relative bills and 
other records before they are signed by the Deputy Engineer.  
 

11. He will write up his report in part III of the half yearly Register of stock. 
12. Before the transfer entry book is closed for the month he will see that no 
adjustments which are required to be made under any rule or order are 
omitted. 

 
13. He will review a percentage of entries recorded in the measurement book 
in repect of all bill paid in the Division office.  
 

14. All work bill or supply bills are pad in the Deputy Engineers office after 
they are get Audited by the Divisional Accountant.  
 
15. He will maintain a register of clearance of materials of site accounts and 
watch the clearance.  
 
16. He will check the works obstructs receive from the Assistant Engineer 
and record a certificate of check.  
 
17. He will be responsible for the correctness of the contractors ledger and 
for securing agreement month by month between the balances detailed in the 
works abstracts and the corresponding balances of the accounts in the 
ledger.  
 

18. He will be responsible for the correctness and completeness of all charges 
transferred to other departments or for accepting charges transferred from 
other departments in his Division. 
 

19. He will scrutinize the cash and stock accounts of the entire Division and 
sub-Divisions as also all transfer transactions before they are incorporated in 
the monthly account.  
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20. He will see that service books, and leave Accounts of all subordinate are 
maintained in accordance with rules and that the annual establishment 
return in the prescribed from is accurately prepared.  
 
21. He is required to sign not only the monthly account, but also all the 
schedule accompanying it.  

 
22. He will take prompt action to settle all remittance transactions, original 
or responding early in March to bring to account all liabilities and assets 
awaiting settlement and to effect clearance in the accounts of March, of as 

many outstanding items as possible.  
 
Duties of Masteries and Work Inspector 
 
 Each maistry or work inspector is responsible for entrusting work from 
road gang under his charge and shall carryout all repairs etc., pointed out by 
the Junior Engineer of the Division to which he is attached. The Junior 

Engineer shall allot the days work for the maistry or the Road Inspector who 
shall be responsible for getting the work done by the gang. The work done by 
the road gang and the maistries and work Inspector shall be checked by the 
Junior Engineer every evening and any default brought to the notice of the 

Assistant Engineer. They will also assist the Junior-Engineer is supervising 
the civil works under progress.  
 
 The maistries and the Road Inspectors shall maintain diaries of work 
done every day and shall submit the same for the scruting of the Assistant 
Engineer through the Junior-Engineer concerned.  
 
 They will also bring to the notice of the Junior-Engineer all 
unauthorized creations in the Division and all other branches of the 
provisions of the Act and Bye-laws relating to the works department.  
 
 They will assist the Junior Engineers in maintaining the stock books 
and other registers.  
 

Duties of the head Draftsman and the Draftsman 
 
1. Checking all estimates received from the Assistant Engineers for 
sanction. 

2. Preparing tender schedules with necessary specifications for executing 
the works.  

3. Preparing plans and estimates for such worker may be directed by the 
Deputy Engineer.  

4. Preparing the tracings for supplying copies of old building plans to 
private parties.  
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5. To maintain office plan file, estimates in order and to supply them for 
reference whence they are required by the Engineer etc.,  

6. Scrutinising the plans submitted by the public for construction of 
houses etc in the respective divisions.  

7. Scrutiny of data rates received from the Assistant Engineers for 
sanction. 

8. Putting up draft notes for the Engineer, the Commissioner and the 
Standing Committee on subjects relating to Engineering works taken 
up for execution in the Division. 

9. Taking action for calling of tenders in respect of all estimates costing 

Rs. 5,000/- and above.  
10. Scrutinizing the tenders and putting-up comparative statements. 
11. Work connected with taking of agreements in respect of successful 

tenders and issue of work order. 
12. Dealing with matters connected with programme of works for the year. 
13. Looking into matters connected with budget estimates and re-
appropriation. 

14. Watching progress of works and receipt of completion reports.  
15. He will maintain the for lowing registers: 

 
(i) Data Register 

(ii)  Re-appropriation register. 
(iii)  Sanctioned estimate register. 
(iv) Tender and agreement register 
(v) Piece work agreement register.  
 
 
Duties of Tracers: 
  
 They are crutinised with the work of tracing or copying the drawings 
prepared by the draftsmen and of assisting them in general. 
 
Duties of Head Gangman: 
 
1. They are required to assist the Junior Engineer in supervising the work 

of gangman.  
2. They should extract work from the labourers at the workspot and see 
they do not work their time or neglect their work. 

 

Duties of Gangman: 
 
 The The gangmen will generally carryout the following types of work in 
the Division: 

 
1. Filling the pot holes and road cuttings 
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2. Resetting the Curb stones 
3. Resetting the dislodged pavement slabs 
4. Resitting the side drams 
5. Resitting the main drams 
6. Removing encroachments on Corporation lands. 
7. Removing the overhanding and projectors on Corporation lands.  

 
Intensive loity cleaning work along with Health gang in a specified area or 
locality.  
 

Duties of Helpers: 
 

• They shall assist the Junior Engineers in maintaining all public taps 
fountains, cattle troughs in their respective charge in a perfect state 
of working condition. 

• They will maintain a details of public taps in working condition in 
their respective Division. 

 

• They will maintain a list of public taps disconnected during the 

month and intimate the same to the Junior Engineer every day. 
 

Duties of Assistant Engineer (Electrical): 
 
 He is incharge of Electrical Sub-Divison which is attached to one of the 
Deputy Engineer to the works Department and he is responsible the Deputy 
Engineer for the proper management of his Sub-Division.  
 
He will be incharge of the following items of work: 
 
1. Electric installations in all buildings belonging to the Corporation. 
2. Installations of public fountains in the Corporation area and their 
maintenance 

3. Corporation radio installations in buildings and parks.  

4. Corporations Electrical crematorium.  
5. Illumination of Corporation buildings and parks during festive 
occasions 

6. Procuring and issue of Electrical stores for the new installations and 

maintenance works.  
7. Preparing estimates for new street light proposals and obtaining 
technical sanction thereto and passing of energy bills of K.E.B and 
keeping proper ledger accounts.  

8. The following are his principal outdoor duties: 
1. Insection of streets, parks etc., for effecting street lightings 
2. Inspection of electric installations in buildings owned by the 

Corporation. 
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3. Inspection of the electric crematorium. 
4. Inspection of motors installed at various public conveniences to pump 
out water.  

5. Inspection with reference to complaints received by him or referred to 
him by the Deputy Engineer for report and also for the purpose of 
checking the work of the outdoor staff.  

6. Inspection of all new proposals regarding electrical installations. 
7. Half yearly verification of electrical materials in the Electrical sub-store 
and tools and plant with reference to stock and tip registers. 

 

His work at the office comprises the following: 
 
1. To deal with all reports from the subordinates and correspondences 

with the public and councilors submitting to the Deputy Engineer 
all important drafts and notes. 

2. To submit monthly progress reports of work. Under his charge 
annual administration report and budget, proposal with estimates 

for his department.  
3. Maintaining a list of all electrical installations in the Corporation. 
4. Scrutinising estimates in respect of electrification of Corporations 
buildings and for installation of public fountains and submitting 

them to the Deputy Engineer. 
5. Checking the registers and diaries of Junior Engineers and other 
outdoor staff. 

6. Reporting to the Deputy Engineer about irregularities of contractors 
and the conduct of his subordinates etc.  

7. To prepare draft contract agreement and to keep them in his 
custody after they have been accepted by the Deputy Commissioner. 

8. To submit weekly diary of his work to the Deputy Engineer. 
9. To check measure all works carried out by the outdoor staff. 
10. To send inspection notes of superior officers on the same day for 

their confirmation. 
 
Duties of Radio Supervisor: 
 

1. To prepare the monthly orchestra programme list and issuing the same 
to the orchestra parties and attending to the correspondence there 
with. 

2. Arranging loud speakers for orchertra programme.  

3. Arranging loud speaker for Corporation  
4. Checking the Radio rooms and orchestra programme. 
5. Carrying out minor repairs to amplifiers, Radio etc.,  
6. Passin of orchestra bills and the correspondence thereto. 

7. Alloting works to Radio assistant, Radio operatiors and helpers and to 
supervise their work. 
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8. To be responsible to the Assistant Engineer (Electrical) 
 

Duties of Radio Assistant Operators and Helpers: 
 

1. To carry out the instructions of the Radio supervisor in attending to 
the orchestra programmes and functions. 

 
Duties of the Stores Superintendent: 
 
1. He is jointly responsible for the physical coustody of all stores. 

2. He will maintains correct and up-to-date account of stores as 
prescribed in the financial and Departmental rules of the Corporation. 

3. He will inspect all stores received from the suppliers and check the 

quantities with their invoices and record the measurements of such 
receipts in the measurement book. 

4. He will issue materials as per indents received drawing up invoices and 
obtaining acknowledgements of indenting officers.  

5. He will assist in the quarterly and annual verification of stores. 
6. He should examine everyday all stores accounts or ledgers and initial 
and date them. 

7. When new folios or new registers are opened he should check the 

opening entries with the closing balance and initial with date. 
8. He will test check very frequently at the time consignments are about 
to pass the date with a view to ensuring that there are no excess 
issues.  

9. He will hand over and takeover of stores during his obsence on leave 
for a period exceeding one month. 

10. He will be primarily responsible for the receipt preservation, custody 
and issue of all stores and will attend to all correspondence relating 
thereto promptly. 

11. He will ensure proper storage of materials by taking necessary 
precautions to prevent deterioration due to shortage, damage, due to 
fire or other hazards and loss due to unauthorised removal of stores.  

12. He will bring to notice of higher authority articles which are in short 
supply availability of supplies articles and cases of articles which are 

likely to get deteriorated. 
13. He will arrange for taking delivery of goods consigned to the stores and 

authorized to be received therein from Railway stations, transporting 
agents premises etc., without causing delay emurrage for any 

avoidable expenses.  
 
Duties and Responsibilities of Clerks attached to the Stores:

1. They will write up the day to day transactions of all receipts and issued 
of stock, tools and plant in the respective prescribed registers under 
the directions of the Stores Superintendent.  

2. They will prepare and submit on due date the stock and tools and plant 
returns due to higher authorities.  

3. They will attend to any other work entrustedto them by the Assistant 

Engineer, stores,  
 
Duties of Assistant Engineer (Stores); 
 

1. He will be in direct charge of all the items of stores along with the 
stores Superintendent.  

2. He will be held responsible for seeing that proper arrangements are 

made for their safe custody proper maintenance of accounts and 
physical verifications.  

3. He will be responsible for all initial stock accounts required to be 
maintained in the stores and to send extracts wherever necessary to 

higher offices on due dates. 
4. He will check the ledgers and registers daily to see that the items of 
receipts and issued are properly entered therein. 

5. He will arrange to indent for and supply all items of stock to the 

various Departments without delay. 
6. He will inspect all the supplies made by the various firms and see if 
they conform to the specifications or samples given by them. 

7. He will verify all items of stores every quarters and make a report of his 
findings. 

8. He will see that all perishable articles in stock are properly stored and 
that proper precautions are taken to prevent them from perishing. 

9. He will take prompt action for the disposal of any article of stock found 
to be deteriorating. 

10. He will be present punctually at the stores at the opening hours to 
check attendance of the staff and allot them work for the day. He will 
also be present in the stores during the closing hours and see that all 
the stores, godowns etc. have been properly locked and will take 
possession of one key of all double locks. 

11. He will control the entry and exit of stock into and from stores. 
12. He will maintain a check measurement register and will indicate the 

date, time and items of stock checked by him. 
 

Duties of Assistant Engineer (Workshop) 
 
1. He will be in direct charge of all plant and machinery in the workshop 
including the Corporation vehicles. 
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2. He will be responsible for seeing that proper arrangements are made for 
their safe custody  proper maintenance of account and physical 
verification. 

3. He will be responsible for all initial accounts required to be maintained 
in the workshop and to send extracts wherever necessary to higher 
officers on due dates. 

4. He will inspect all works in progress everyday expediting the same and 
checking completion of works. 

5. He will see that full complement of lorries is marched out for services of 
the various Departments. 

6. He will inspect the sick vehicles and arrange for their repairs. 
7. He will check the mileage per litre given by each lorry examining the 
brakes of lorries periodically and maintenance of lorries in good 

working condition. 
8. He will scrutinize estimates for repairs to machinery and submit them 
for orders of the Corporation Engineer. 

9. He will arrange for half-yearly stock taking of all machinery and tools 

and plant and intimate the results to the Deputy Engineer. 
 
N. When a Junior Engineer Posted to be inchage of workshop: 
 

1. Supervising all repair work carried out in the workshop. 
2. Checking the report of the foreman and to make sure that the various 
parts reported for replacement are necessary. 

3. Scrutinising estimates for repairs to machinery or budgeted works and 
submit them to the Deputy Engineer through the Assistant Engineer 
(workshop) 

4. Drawing the material from the stores and to superwise such materials 
are properly utilized for the works. 

5. Forecasting and reporting the exact requirement of spare materials etc, 
required for the normal and frequent repairs during the year so that 
the materials may be procured well in time.  

6. Keeping an account of all receipts and issued fo all materials 
purchased, drawn from stores and issued to works. 

7. Maintenance of job registers and job cards for all works carried out in 

the workshop and recording the cost of labour and materials involved 
in each job. 

8. See to equal distribution of work to mechanics, Helpers, Carpenters, 
Welders, Tinkers, Electrician and painters etc, and to see that no 

labour is made to idle. 
9. Maintaining accounts pertaining to the hire charges of machines, tools 
and plant, etc., supplied to persons outside and inside the corporation 
and to watch the recovery of cash from the concerned.  

10. Maintaining released articles account and submission of the same by 
5th of every month to the Assistant Engineer. 
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11. Maintaining and submitting montly tools and plant account. 
12. Inspection of vehicles allotted to Divisions.s 
13. Verification of the daily logsheets of the vechicles and to report on the 

action proposed for rectification of the defects.  
14. Fixing up a programme for servicing to all the Corporation vehicles 

regularly and to report on the misuse if any of the original spares and 

accessories such as tyres, batteries etc. issued to the vehicles. 
15. Entering the bills of firms in the measurement books, History books 

etc., 
16. Submission of monthly statement of repairs effected to sick vehicles in 

the workshop and outside the workshop. 
17. He will see to the maintenance of work register of permanent, advice 

register, fuel consumption register, Battery and tyre performance 

records. 
 
 
 

Duties of the Foremen: 
 
1. He will work under the immediate control of the Assistant Engineer, 
workshop. 

2. He is responsible for the efficient and proper upkeep of the fleet of 
lorries. 

3. He should see that the lorries are all oiled, greased and cleaned and 
their bodies washed and kept in tidy condition every Saturday. 

4. He will see that the requisitions received from several departments are 
estimated for as early as possible and the work is put on hand and the 
job is completed without delay. 

5. After completion of the job he should inspect them to see that the 
repairs have been carried out properly. 

6. Scrutinising all indents to stores and to see that material drawn are 
fitted properly to vehicles. 

7. Returning the materials released from the repaired vehicles to stored 
and preparing and submitting a monthly return. 

8. He will see to the equal distribution of repair work to workshop staff 

and supervise the work allotted. 
9. He will see to the daily deployment of Engineering Department vehicles 
to various Division.  

10. Maitaining tools and plant register and procuring tools and plant 

required to the workshop under orders of the Assistant Engineer. 
11. Checking of job cards. 

 
 

Duties of Electric Mechanic, Welder, Carpenter, Blacksmith, 
Hammerman, Bellowboy, Tinker and Painter.  
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1. They will carry out the work entrusted to them by the foreman. 
2. They will draw the materials from the stores on indents scrutinized by 
the foreman and Junior Engineer and approved by the Assistant 
Engineer. 

3. Before starting the work they will inform the job card section, details of 

vehicle No. and the nature of work that is being carried out on that 
day. 

4. The will return the released materials to stores on return indents 
signed by foreman or the Junior Engineer. 

5. They will keep their section clean and tidy. 
6. They will attend to any other work entrusted to them by the foreman 
and Junior Engineer. 

 
 
 
Duties of Junior Mechanic: 
 
1. He will carry out the work entrusted to him by the foreman. 
2. He will return all the unserviceable materials to store on return indent. 
3. He will draw the required materials from the stores on indents with the 

instructions of the Foreman and the Junior Engineer. 
4. After repairs he will test the vehicle and report to the Foreman about 
the condition. 

5. Any other work entrusted by the Foreman and Junior Engineer to be 
carried out. 

 
Duties of Helper: 
 
1. He will carry out the work entrusted by the mechanic. 
2. He will assist the mechanic while repairing the vehicle. 
3. He will take care of tools taken for repairs. 
4. He will clean the materials removed from the vehicles. 
5. He will keep the workshop clean and tidy. 
6. He will carry out any other work entrusted by the Foreman or the 

Junior Engineer. 
 
Duties of Watchman: 
 

1. He will not allow any person inside the workshop during non working 
hours without the orders of the junior engineer. 

2. He will not allow any working staff to go outside the workshop during 
working hours without the orders of the Junior Engineer. 

3. He will completely check every person both at the time of entry in to 
the workshop and at the time of leaving the workshop.

4. He will not call any person to carry his personal belongings at the time 
of entry to workshop. 

5. He will initiate the vehicle movement register and get the following 
particulars noted in the register.

Additional Director of Town Planning: 

• Head of Town Planning Section (North & South Zone) Head of the 
squad for monitoring building violations within Bruhat Bangalore 

Mahanagara Palike area. 

• Furnishing of Technical opinion on Town Planning. 

• Revision of Building Bye-laws. 

• Furnishing technical opinion on Transfer of Development Rights & 

other general issues on Town Planning.  
 
Joint Director of Town Planning : 

• Responsible for Plan sanction / CC / OC in South division.   

• Public Information Officer under RTI for South Division.   

• Signing authority for plans approved by Commissioner. 
 
Deputy Director of Town Planning: 

• Responsible for scrutiny and putting up Plan sanction / CC / OC files 
in South division.   

• Putting up of other files and any other work assigned by the Joint 

Director from time to time. 
 

Assistant Director of Town Planning:    
Putting up files for plan sanction / CC / OC & Other technical & RTI 

files and Office automaton and any other work assigned by the Joint Director 
(Town Planning) from time to time and transfer of development rights files, 
other technical and general papers.  
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Assistant Engineer/ Junior Engineer:   
 

Putting up files for plan sanction / CC / OC & Other technical & RTI 
files and also verification of buildings along with higher officers approved by 
the Central Office and any other work assigned by the Joint Director (Town 
Planning) from time to time. 

 
DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE OFFICERS OF THE REVENUE 

DEPARTMENT: 
 
REVENUE OFFICER:  

• The Revenue Officer is the Chief Administrative and executive head of 
the Department dealing with revenues of the Corporation and is mainly 
responsible to the Commissioner for the proper assessment and 
prompt collection of all municipal taxes, for the levy and collection 

municipal licence fees and for keeping a proper account of the same.  
The is also incharge of the collection of rents for the occupation of 
municipal lands and buildings and all items of miscellaneous revenue.   

• He supervises the work of both the out-door and the in-door staff of the 

Revenue Department.  He has a large amount of out-door work to do in 
connection with the following items:   

• Test inspection of assessment in connection with the quinquennial 
revision; inspection of places in connection with revision petitions and 
appeals against assessments; inspection of licences in regard to 
Vehicles, pandals, hotels, saloons etc., checking the work of Revenue 
Inspectors and Tax Inspectors. He shares this work with the Deputy 
and Assistant Revenue Officers who relieve him of much of his routine 
work in the office.   

• As regards office work he his to attend to the work relating to the 

transfers, punishments leave, etc, with regard to the staff by virtue of 
the powers delegated to him by the Commissioner, and to exercise close 
supervision over the staff in the matter of maintenance of the various 
registers and the disposal of papers in the different sections under him.  
He has to scrutinisne the dairies of the assessors and the Revenue 
Inspectors and the areas lists of Tax Inspectors and take all possible 
steps to ensure prompt collection of the revenues of the Corporation. 
He has to carefully persue and pass papers which go tos the 
Commissioner, the Standing Committee and the Council.  He should 
submit to the Commissioner at the end of every week a diary of the 
work done by the week.   

 
ASSISTANT REVENUE OFFICER:   
 The principal duty of the Assistant Revenue Officer is the supervision of 
the assessment and collection work.  He is expected to check the daily 
collections under all taxes.  He has to carefully scrutinize all outstandings 
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and if necessary report to the Revenue Officer slackness on the part of the 
Revenue Inspectors and Tax Inspectors in this connection.  His other duties 
are:   
Out-door work:   
 He inspects 10 percent of the buildings in case of all new assessments 
and also along with the Revenue Officer a percentage of the cess of the 

assessment of property tax in connection with quinquennial revision of 
assessment.  He should also visit inspect every property with regard to which 
appeal or revision petition in preferred and note remarks for disposal, calling 
for rental returns wherever necessary, hearing parties and recording their 

statements and submitting his recommendations.  He also attends the 
meetings of Taxation Appeals Committee, and gives all information required 
by it.  He should make a surprise inspection in a few cases of vacant 

buildings and interview important persons and holders of several properties 
for purpose of collection.  He should check by surprise strawar survey 
relating to the vehicles and animal taxes and scrutinize the work of the 
Revenue Inspectors and Tax Inspectors in general.  The Assistant Revenue 

Officer should check the gowown in which the distraint property is stored 
every month and look into the godown keeper’s registers.  
 
In-door Work:   
 The Assistant Revenue Officer should attend to the disposal of all 
correspondence pertaining to the Revenue Department.  They should 
scrutinize and pass all assessment papers hear parties who prepare appeals.  
They should obtain from the office lists of irrecoverable items periodically and 
submit them with their remarks to the Revenue Officer.  They also grant 
casual leave to the establishment of the Revenue Department both indoors 
and outdoors and do such work as may be assigned to them from time to 
time by the Revenue Officer.  Each Assistant Revenue Officer should submit 
to the Revenue Officer at the end of every week a diary of the work done by 
him in the week.  
  
Duties of Assessors:   
 The Assessors are responsible for both assessment and collection of all 
the taxes in their respected Divisions.  The extents of their jurisdiction and 

the taxes which each assessor shall be required to deal with may be valid 
from time to time by the Revenue Officer according to the exigencies.  
Generally the duties of assessors are as follows:   
1. At the commencement of every half year the assessor shall begin his 

vehicle and animal tax street was survey with the aid of the copy of the 
previous half year’s register of assessment and complete his survey, 
visiting every house in his division removing such of the vehicles and 
animals as are not found and inserting such as are newly found and 

noting all changes of ownership and also noting in the remarks column 
as for as possible particulars regarding the where abouts of the vehicles 
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that were found to be removed from the place.  The survey shall be 
complete and the register returned to the office before the close of the 
first week of the third month of half year.   

2. He should also be on the watch throughout the half year for fresh cases 
of assessment and shall book them supplementary lists which should be 
furnished monthly to the office.  

3. He has to attend to the genera survey to the portions if any in his 
Division which have been selected for the quinquennial survey.   

4. During the first two months in the half year the assessor shall besides 
doing the strector surveys, attend to collection of arrears (list where of 

will be furnished by the office) and expedit if by closely supervising the 
work of the tax collectors by the execution of warrants and other 
summary process by resort to prosecutions etc.  He shall make every 

endeavour to show a nil balance sheet of arrears by the time fresh 
notices, begin to issue.   

 
5. Along with his other work the assessor shall inspect vacant premises in 

his rounds to make a note of these premises with view to certify to the 
fact of vacancy in the register.  His being a check over the report 
submitted by the tax inspectors once a fortnight. 

6. The assessor shall carefully and steadily batch all new buildings in his 

Division which bear no assessment whether constimated with or without 
licence and shall submit proposals for assessment as soon as they are 
completed or occupied whichever is earlier, so that they may not escape 
the half year’s tax.   

7. In case of additions to or alterations in, or improvements to the existing 
buildings, the liability to enhanced assessment arises from the earliest 
date in the half year on which the circumstances justifying the 
amendment existed.  The assessor shall not delay reporting on such 
cases until the close of half year.  He shall submit his report and return 
the licence as soon as any addition alteration or improvement is made.  
At the close of the half year the assessor shall return to the office with his 
remarks all licence with regard to which no work has been done.  The 
permit will after scrutiny in ;the office be re-issued to the assessor at the 
beginnings of the next half year for further action.  

8. It is one of the most important duties of the Assessor to enquire about 
the actual rents fetched by houses and buildings in his division and to 
report for enhancement or reduction of the standing valuation as the case 
may be, of all premises the rents of which greatly differ from their 

standing valuation.  
9. The Assessor shall report as for as possible changes of ownership of 
buildings and lands in his Division with a view to bring the property tax 
register up-to-date. 

10. He should report on all items to be exempted from taxation.

11. The Assessor is responsible for the demand and collection of the taxes 
of in his Division.  He shall also check some of the house tax counterfoil 
receipts with the receipts issued by the Tax Inspectors in order to see 
that the Tax Inspectors do not commit fraud.  

12. The Assessor shall report on all appeals and objections against taxes 
and rates within a week from the date on which they are referred to him.  

The report should be full and clear.  
13. He should recommend cases, for filling sites when collection is not 
possible by other means.  

14. The Assessor will write his diary from day to day and submit it to the 

Assistant Rev enue Officer who after scrutiny will submit the same to the 
Revenue Officer for the perusal and remarks.   

 

Duties of Tax Inspectors:   
 The Tax Inspectors are under the immediate control and directions of 
the Assessors in charge of the respective taxes and they should follow their 
instructions promptly.  Each tax collector should devote his whole attention 

to the collection of Corporation dues for which he is responsible.  The duties 
of the Tax Inspectors are generally as follows:   
1. The receive demand notices from office and acknowledge receipt of the 
same in the register.  They should note all the necessary particulars of 

service correctly in a hand book supplied to them.  This book shall be 
shown to the Assessors once a month and obtain their signature in the 
hand book in taken of their scrutiny.  \ 

2. Service of notice and summons shall be made as for as practicable on 
the assesses themselves so that the question of improper service may 
not be raised in the courts.  

3. The Tax Inspectors shall as a rule serve not6ice within a week from the 
date of issue.  

4. The Tax Inspectors shall accompany the assessors during their street 
war survey so as to idency the assesses easily at the time of the service 
of the bills and the excestion of the warrants.   

5. They should inspect all vacant premises and note the result of their 
inspectors in the vacancy register maintained in the office in respect of 
those cases for which notices of vacancy have been received.   

6. After service of notices the tax inspectors shall collect taxes and shall 
note all such collections in their kirdi when warrants are issued, they 
shall execute them as a rule within a fortnight of their issue taking the 
help of assessors or the help distraint assistants.  Such of the warrants 

as could not be excepted shall be transmitted at once to the assessors 
concerned with endorsements written on their back explaining the 
cause of non-execution.  When a distraint is accually made on the 
warrant the tax collector shall enter the correct description of the 

articles distrained in the inventory book and give the counterfoil to the 
ownes of the property distrained. The Tax Inspector shall also make 
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proper arrangements for the safe transmission of the distrained articles 
to the Corporation godown.  When payment of tax is tendered after 
distraint, warrant fee must be collected.   

7. For every payment received by the tax Inspecto0r correct receipt 
()stamped if necessary) shall be issued.  All moneys for which receipts 
are granted shall be correctly entered it the counter foils.   

8. All collections made by tax-inspectors shall be punctually remitted in 
the office next day with remittance challens.  

9. The Tax Inspectors shall maintain a register showing the amount 
covered by the notices the amounts collected each day and those 

remaining to be collected this register shall be inspected by the 
Assessor from time to time.  

10. The Tax Inspectors should also attend to such other miscellaneous 

works as may be entrusted to them by the Assistant Revenue Officer.   
11. On every alternate day they shall submit their dairies through their 
respective assessors to the Assistant Revenue Officer. Concerned who 
will scrutinize them.   

12. He shall get the receipt-book audited and return the completed receipt 
to records section.  

 
Duties of Distraint Assistant:   

• He will enter all the daily collection in the daily collection statement.   

• He will prepare monthly D.C.B. of property tax duly reconciled with the 
collection book and submit before 5th of every month.   

• He will render assistance to tax collections in collecting taxes.   

• He will maintain daily dairy of work done and submit the same on the 

first working day of the week to the Assistant Revenue Officer for his 
scrutiny.   

 
Duties of Dafter Bands:   

• He will be incharge of receipt books given to the executive staff and will 

maintain issue register for obtaining acknowledgements.  He will 
transtrict counterfoils of thesde receipt books after they are duly 

audited.   

• He will be incharge of receipt issue of all stationery articles, furniture 

and reference books and will maintain the register properly.   

• He will be incharge of seized articles and when taxes are cleared after 
they are identified by the concerned Tax Inspector. 

 
Duties of Revenue Inspectors:   

• He will put up assessment proposals in respect of newly constructed 
buildings.   

• He will examine and put up bifurcation proposals in respect of sites 
and buildings as and when they are received. 
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• He will inspect the spot and put up proposals in respect of Khatha 

transfer applications referred to him. 

• He will deal with all appeal petitions, remission papers and tax

• He will check up and report cases of additional constructions of 
buildings unauthorized construction of buildings and unassessed 
buildings.   

• He will execute warrant of distress for non-payment of taxes. 

• He will attend to any other work entrusted to him by the Assistant 

Revenue Officer. 

• He will maintain weekly dairy of work done by him and submit it on the 

first working day after the close of the week to the Assistant Revenue 
Officer.  

 
Duties of Examiners:   
(1) He will supervise the establishment work viz. preparation of salary 

bills, sanction of leave, watching recoveries etc.   

(2) He will supervise the work of daily collections remittances and 
furnishing daily and monthly statement of collection to the Head Office 
and the C.A.O.  

(3) He will maintain dishonoured cheque register watch the collections in 
respect of those dishonoured cheques.   

(4) He will supervise the work of Divisional Accountants with regard to the 
postings of D.C.B. registers.   

(5) He will look to the disposal of Audit objections pertaining to his Range

4. Supply of furniture, books, maps, apparatus, forms, stationary and 
store articles to the schools and necessary equipment to the 
Corporation Reading Rooms and the Corporation play-grounds and 

seing that proper accounts are kept for all these things. 
5. All maters relating to schools and Teachers Associations.  
6. Conducting inquiries on complaints from parents or other members of 
the public andfrom teachers and other subordinate of the Department. 

7. Correspondence with government Educational authority and 
submission to them of statistical and other particulars. 

8. Taking action on medical Inspection Reports.  

9. Maintainance of Corporation Reading Rooms and Libraries. 
10. Maintenance of play-grounds.  
11. Mid-day meal service. 
12. Organization of scouting in Corporation Schools and play-ground 

demonstrations.   
13. Receipt and check of several periodical returns.  
14. Inter-department references.  
15. Preparation Budget and maintenance of accounts. 

16. Administration report of the Educational Department. 
17. Granting interviews to the public. 
 
He will maintain and submit weekly dairy to the Commissioner.    
 

Heads of High and Primary Schools:   
 

The Head Masters of Schools have to act in three different directions viz. 
1. Towards the management which has started the school.   
2. Towards the staff members. 
3. Towards the Government Education Departments.   

 

• He will maintain discipline, punctuality and superwise the work of the 
teaching staff.   

• He will see to the proper maintenance of all the accounts and statistical 

registers registers as contemplated in the Government Grand-in-Aid 
Code.   

• He will submit punctually the various returns prescribed both to the 
Education Officer and to the Education Department.  

• He will submit a monthly programme of work to the Education Officer 
for approval.   

• He will be responsible to the Education Officer for bringing about 
improvements in the methods of teaching.   

• He will see that the school is properly equipped.   
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• He will be responsible for the proper maintenance of tools and plants 

and stock registers and will verify every quarters, the actual stock in 
schools with the stock register and shall report with his remarks any 
shortage or excess in stock fund on verification.   

• He will attend to all papers referred to him by the Head Office carefully 
without delay.   

• He will keep himself informed of the needs and requirements of the 
school such as repairs to buildings, furniture and equipment etc.   

• He will arrange for the parent’s day in the school and shall enlist their 
sympathy and cooperation with the school work.  

• He will bring to the notice of the Education Officer by confidential 
reports, the work and conduct of all teachers either for appreciation or 
for disciplinary action.   

• He will with the previous sanction of the Commissioner arrange for sale 

in public auction of all articles declared unserviceable.  

• He will be responsible for the maintenance of the following accounts 
registers in the school.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE OFFICERS OF THE HEALTH 
DEPARTMENT 

 
Duties of the Chief Health Officers:   
  Chief health officer is the head of the health department work under the 
supervision of additional /deputy commissioner health. Supervise all health 
wing which comes under the jurisdiction of BBMP. 

Duties of the Health Officers:   

• He deals with all the questions which effect the Public Health of the City 
including inquiry into the causes of the outbreak of infectious diseases 
and formulate all sanitary measures in connection therewith.    

Outdoor:  

• He inspects the various institutions of the Health Department from time 
to time and checks the work of the staff incharge of sanitation, medical, 
relief, registration of birth and deaths, vaccination, and medical 
inspection of schools etc.  

• He periodically inspects market and other places where article of food 

are sold, inspects cattle yards, restaurants and hotels add important 
licensable places, factories, theatres, schools etc. with reference to 

sanitary requirements.  

• He inspects slums and all backward areas frequently with regard to their 

proper cleaning and sanitary improvements.  
 
Indoor:

He scrutinize all papers requiring his orders and instructions, 
correspondents with outside offices, relating to the following subjects and 
submits to the  commissioners, notes on important matters:-  

 
(1) Vaccination 
(2) Vital statistics  

(3) Cholara and other Infections Diseases  
(4) Anti/malarial operations 
(5) Conservancy  
(6) Licensable trades 

(7) Dispensaries and Hospitals  
(8) Medical inspection of schools 
(9) Disposal of pay bills of the Department and suppliers bills.  

 

• He deals with all papers relating to the Health Department 

establishment, appointments, transfers, leaves etc. 

• He visits periodically the different sections of his office as well as 
the subordinate offices of the Health Department and ensures that 
the work is carried on methodically and that the officer are 
maintained tidily.   

• He attends every meeting of the Standing Committee (Health) and 

the Council and meetings of other Committees whenever necessary.  
 
Deputy Health Officers: 
 

• He supervises the sanitary work and trades of the ranges including 

Infection Diseases, Vaccination, Medical Inspection, Food adultration 
and Burial Grounds.  

• He periodically inspects markets, important licensable places etc., with 
reference to sanitary requirements.  

• He periodically inspects Maternity Home and centres in his 

jurisdiction.  

• He looks after the management of the Health Department vehicles.  

• He is incharge of all aided programmes, Mosquito Control and Family 
Planning and stores.  

• He attends to the meetings of the Standing Committee (Health) and any 
other Committee as directed by the Health Officer.  

• He supervises the work carried out in the Corporation Laboratory and 

in respect of prevention of Food Adultration Act.  
 
Medical Officers:  

The duties of the Range Medical Officers are supervision of the Sanitory 

work  of the range including Infectious Diseases, Vaccination, Medical 
inspections, Medical relief, Food adulteration and Burial and Burial and 
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Burning grounds etc., The following are the important duties of each Medical 
Officer:-  

 

1. He investigates all important complaints regarding the Sanitary work of 
this range or the Conduct of any of the subordinates of the department.  

2. He inspects every case of infectious diseases and investigate the cause of 
the outbreaks of epidemic diseases and reports upon the same to the 
Health Officer.  

3. He inspects places where offensive trades are carried on and submits a 

weekly report to their respective Deputy Health Officers.  
4. He inspects all cases of applications for licences for offensive trades etc.,  
5. he inspects all lodging houses and disposes of all applications for 
licences in connection therewith.  

6. He verifies primary vaccination performed by the vaccination staff and 
checks the outdoor vaccination in his range.  

7. He supervises the work at the Registration office in his range as also at 
the burial grounds and burning grounds.  

8. He inspects all the records maintained by the Health Inspectors, 
vaccinators and Medical Officers.  

9. He accompanies the Health Committee members in their inspections in 
his range.  

10. He inspects the Factories, Cattle yards and Dhobighats etc. in his range 
and supervises the conservancy work in his range.  

11. He prepares a monthly advance programme and submits the same to 
the respective Deputy Health Officers before 25th of the preceding 
month.  

12. He will check at least four mustors per day at 6 a.m., 10.45 a.m., 2.30 

p.m. and submit daily reports in the prescribed from to the Deputy 
Health Officer.  

13. He shall maintain the following special registers. 
  

a) Complaint register showing the disposal of complaints received by 
him.  

b) Register of nuisances and offences committed showing how they have 

been disposed off.  
c) Register of trade licenses issued Division wise.  
d) Register of Health facilities available in each division.  

 

14. He should maintain daily a  diary of the work done by him and submit 
it on the first day of the succeeding week to the Health Officer.  

 
 
Medical Officers of Health (Malaria Control):  
 

• He is directly incharge of the Urban Malaria and Filaria Control 

programme.  
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• He will co-operate with the N.M.E.P. work in respect of detection redical 

treatment and follow up of Malaria and Filaria cases in the 
Corporation.  

 

• He will inspect tanks, wells, drains and low lying areas in the City.  

• He will attend to complaints from the Public relating to mospusto 
nuisance.  

• He will prepare estimate for cleaning tanks and wells departmentally.  

• He will supervise and check the work relating to the oiling drains 

tanks, cesspits and low lying lands in the city.  

• He will maintain daily a diary of work done and submit progress 

reports weekly, monthly and quarterly and the Annual Administration 
Report to the Corporation.  

 
Medical Officer of Health (Maternity and Child Health): 
 

• She is directly responsible for proper functioning of all the 
maternity Homes and Child Health centres and Creches of the 

Corporation and all programmes connected with these institutions.  

• She will prepare an advance programme for each month and submit 

the same to the Health Officer not later than 25th of the previous 
month.  

• She should exercise close supervision over the working of the entire 
staff.  

• She should make frequent visits to the different centres and see 

that every member of the staff attends to his or her allotted duties 
regularly and without complaint.  

• She should maintain daily diary of the work done by her and 
submit a copy of it to the Health Officer at the end of every week. 

• She should maintain proper records of drugs, linen, disinfectants, 
detergents, equipments, etc., received and should submit half yearly 

certificate of stock verification to the Health Officer.  

• she will send weekly statement of conducted labour to the H.O. at 
the end of every week.  

 
Lady Doctor:  

• She is in direct charge of the staff and work in the centre to which she 

is attached.  

• She will make recommendation to the Superintendent on all matters 
relating to the work and staff and obtain latter’s instructions, proper 
conduct and work of the centre.  

• She shall attend the centre every morning between 8 a.m. to 1 p.m and 

in the afternoon between 3 p.m. to 5 p.m. She will always be available 
for emergency cases.  
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• The pattern of work for the lady doctor is 8 a.m. to 9 a.m. ward rounds 

and 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. attending to outpatient section. She will be 
directly responsible for all the cases admitted into the maternity 
homes.  

• She should see that the records and registers to be maintained are kept 
properly and that the prescribed returns are submitted correctly and in 

time.  

• She will conduct ante-natal clinics three days in a week and maintain 

the relevant records and see will also participate actively in the family 
welfare planning programme and achieve the targets fixed for her 
institution.  

• She is responsible for maintenance of proper stores and ensure a 
ateady flow of supplies both to the outpatients and inpatients in 

respect of linen, drugs, diet, ward equipment instruments etc., 

• She should check and certify diet articles bills.  

• She will send birth and death reports pertaining to the maternity Home 
to the sub registrars of the Ranges.  

• She will hold clinics regularly on particular days of the week at the 

centre for pre-natal and nursing mothers and infacts and maintain 
relevant records and register.  

• She is responsible for submission of monthly statement of work done in 
the maternity Homes and Child Health Centres and Family Planning 
centres attached to the Maternity Homes.  

• She will attend to any other work that will be allotted to her by the 

superior officers from time to time.  
 
Senior Health Inspectors:  

• He is in overall charge of the Sanitation of the whole circle.  

• He will supervise the work of the Junior Health Inspectors in the Circle.  

• He will maintain such records and work in co-ordination with officer of 
the other Department at Circle level.  

• He will prepare a weekly advance programme of work to be carried out 
in the circle and submit the same to the health officers through the 
Range Health Officer and athere to the same.  

• He will inspect a minimum of ten licensed trades per day.  

• He will investigate all the complaints referred to him within twenty four 

hours and submit his report to the Range Medical Officer.  

• He will arrange for issueing special notices in case of nuisances and 

violations of Bye-laws and other offences under the Act within three 
days. Of detection by them and other higher officers.  

• He will superwise all the works connected with national programmes 
except family planning.  

• He will review the sanitary needs of his circle from time to time and 

submit specific recommendations to the Range Medical Officer with 
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regard to the requirement of dust bins, the stores required for the 
proper maintenance of circle level stores for conservancy articles, 
disinfectants, detergents etc., and maintenance of stock accounts.  

• He will periodically verify tools and plant and sundry articles in his 
circle.  

• He will attend office in the afternoon and dispose of all the conservancy 

papers, leave application of gangmen, public complaints etc. 

• He will be maintain daily a diary of work don and submit on the first 

working day of the succeeding week to the Range Health Officer.  
 
He will maintain the following registers:  

1. Register of papers received and disposed of.  
2. Register of house Inpections. 
3. Register of Infectious diseases.  
4. Register of prosecutions.

p.m. and 5 p.m.  

• He will supervise the street sweeping, drain cleaning collecting and 
transporting of rubbish from his division to the disignated place of 
disposal. He will impound all stray stray cattle and other animals. He is 

responsible for prevention of sale of unhealthy and exposed food 
articles, cut fruits etc., He is responsible for prevention of leading 
sewage and sullage in the storm water drain and abatment of all types 
of nuisances.  

• He will organize intensive gang work in his Division accordingly to 
advance programme drawn.  

• He will record the relevant entries regarding trips make, fuel consumed 
etc., in the daily log sheet of the lorry and dog catching van.  

• He will be incharge of sanitation in his Division.  

• He will maintain daily a diary of work done and submit the same on the 
first day of the succeeding week to the Range Health Officer.  

 
He will maintain the following registers: 

1. Register of papers received and disposed of.  
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2. Register of House Inspections.  
3. Register of Infectious Dieseases.  
4. Register of food  Destruction.  
5. Register of notice and prosecutions.

He will maintain a register in form (H D 117) of all low grounds, pits 
and tanks filled up with rubbish or silf in his division, noting the date of 
commencement of alling and of completion of work.

• He will analyse samples of foods sent to him under the provisions of 
P.F. A Act and issue certificate of analysis for the same.

laboratory staff. 

• He will attend to the indents for apparatus, chemicals and other 

laboratory requirements.  

• He will prepare monthly, quarterly and annual reports on the working 
of the lobaratory.  

• He will submit weekly diary of the daily work done by him on the first 
day of the succeeding week to the Health Officer.  

 

Assistant Public Analyse:  

• He will assist the Public Analystic in the analysis of all samples of foods 
and other articles received in the laboratory.  

• He will assist generally in the administration of the laboratory and the 

preparation of indents for apparatus and chemicals.  

• He will be incharge of stores and maintain the various stock books.  

 
 
Public Analyse:  
 
He shall maintain the following register:- 

1. Register of Samples.

3. Register of apparatus.

Food Inspectors:  

• He will take samples of articles of food such as ghee, butter, milk,

as ghee,  butter, oils etc., and take them before the Magistrate if found 
adultrated for orders to forfeit the stuff or to destroy the same.

Unit Officer Malaria Control:  
 

• He will supervise the work of the Junior Health Inspectors M.C. and 

Gangemen. 

• He will check the breeding places in their units.  

• He will be incharge of the stock of the unit and will maintain necessary 
stock books.  

• He will be present in the respective unit between 8 a.m to 9 a.m. 

everyday and in the office of the Medical Officer of Health M.C. between 
4 p.m. and 5 p.m. and they must be in the field during working hours.  

• He will watch the oil position and make arrangements for the stock in 

advance.  

• He will maintain daily the diary of work done and forward the same to 
the Medical Officer M.C. on the first day of the succeeding week.  

Mosquito Control Inspectors:  

• He will superwise the work done by the sub unit consisting of one Head 
gangmen and 12 gangmen.  

• He will Check the musters four times a day viz 6 a.m. 10-45 a.m 2.30 
p.m and 5 p.m. 

• He will maintain daily a diary of work done and submit on the first 

working day of the succeeding week to the Health Officers M.C. 
through the unit officer.  

• He will maintain the blockmap of his sub unit and tanks and breeding 

places etc.  

• He will arrange to keep sufficient stock of oil required by the sub unit.  
 
Head Gangemen:   

• He will keep record of breeding places in his area.  
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• He will allot work to his gangmen and supervise the work done by 

them. 

• He will albe punctual in attending to his duties. 

 
Sub-Registrars cum Assistant Surgeons Incharge of Sub-Health Officer:   
 

• He will draw up a monthly advance programme of work to be carried out 
and submit a copy of the same to the Range Medical Officer of Health.  

• He will attend to field work daily and supervise the work of the Executive 
staff as per the advance programme drawn up. 

• He will check 25% of primary vaccination and 5% of vacaccinations done 
by the vaccinators. 

• He will check at least 50% of deaths registered by Sub-Registrations and 

all infant and maternal deaths and not reported by a Registered Medical 
Practitioner.  He will investigate all deaths not certified by a Registered 
medical practitioner.   

• He will investigate all cases of infectious and communicable desease and 
keep a record of the same in a register. 

• He will check the work of Cynogas gangment in the field during their 
visits. 

• He will visit Nutritious programme at least one month and see that the 
programme is run satisfactorily. 

• He will carefully watch, the mortality rate of his range and submit a report 
to the Range Medical Officer of Health whenever there is an unusual rise 

in the number of deaths with probable reasons for the same. 

• He will verify every case of death reported to him during epi9demics and 

also furnish a list of deaths registered by him every day to the Range 
Medical Officer.   
 

Lady Health Visitors:    
 

• She will be incharge of the Maternity Home and the child welfare centre 

attached to the Maternity Home.  

• She will be supervise the Staff attendance and the work allotted to them.  

• She will assist the Lady Doctor in conducting various clinics of the 
Maternity Home.  

• She will be incharge of linen account.  

• She will prepare monthly statement of Maternity Home, Milk Centre and 

Welfare Centers.  

• She will send a daily report to the Lady Doctor about any case or cases 
requiring the letter’s immediate attention. 

• She will attend to any other duty that may be entrusted by the Lady 
Doctors. 
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• The Duty hours of the Lady Health Visitor will be 8-00 a.m. to 1-00 p.m. 

and 3-00 p.m. to 5-00. P.m.  
 
 
 
Midwives:  

 

• The hour of duty will be 8-00 a.m.  to 8-00 p.m. and 8-00 p.m. to 8-00 

a.m.  

• She will be present in the Institution half an hour earlier for taking over 
charge.  

• She will see to the cleanliness of the linen used in the Maternity Homes. 

• She will be in-charge of the equipment articles and other instruments 

used in the Maternity Homes.  

• She will be in-charge of the cases admitted for confinement during her 

duty hours till she hand over charge. 

• She will give baby bath daily. 

• She will conduct neo-natal vaccination and B.C.G. etc.  

• She will assist the Lady Doctors in the ante natal and other clinics.   
 

She will assist the Lady Doctor in maintaining the following registers:   
 
1. Admission Register  
2. Parturition register 
3. Milk and bread register 
4. Live birth register 
5. Death reports   

 
She will attend to any other work entrusted by her superiors.   

 
Centre Midwife:   

 

• The duty hours are from 8-00 a.m. to 1-00 p.m. and 3-00 p.m. to 5-

00 p.m.  

• She is incharge of the child welfare centre and the Nutrition 

Programme wherever it is attached to the centre.  

• She will bathe the centre Children daily. 

• She will receive and distributer fresh milk and other drugs supplied 
under the nutrition programme. 

• She will assists in conducting Ante Natal and immunisatory 
programme in the Child Welfare Centre.   

• She will visit the Division in the afternoons.   
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• She will prepare monthly reports of the various activities of the 

centre and the various receipts and distributions made during the 
month.  

• Wherever crèches are run, she will be responsible for the cleanliness 
of the centre, maintenance of records, articles, preparing daily 
reports, ununisation, maintaining and submission of monthly 

reports.  

• She will carry out any other duties that will be entrusted by the 

superior officers.   
 

Medical Officer In Charge of a Corporation Dispensary:   
 

• To examine diagonise and treat patients and to give general advise and 

directions for cases needing treatment at other centres.

• He will trace all unprotected children born outside the City but brought 
in to it subsequently and issue notices for their vaccination.  

• He will report to the medical officer incharge of Registration and 
vaccination all cases where the notices are not obeyed.

The outline process chart of a paper from receipt to disposal  
 
 The subsequent chapters in this Manual describe in detail-how work in 
the corporation is handled. This chapter is an epitome of all the later chapters in 
the form of an outline process chart and contains a brief inumeration of the 
stages through which a fresh receipt passes from the time of its final disposal. 
These stages are:- 
(i) Receipt of Tappal by the Manager of the office. 
(ii) Sorting out the papers section wise and date stamping  
(iii)Examination of papers by the Managers and submission of papers for 

perusal of the Head of the office. 
(iv) Registration of papers in the General Receipt Register and handing over 

the papers to case-workers concerned taking full signature in the 
delivery registers kept for each case-workers or section. 

(v) Receipt of paper by the case-worker and registration in his case register or 
special register. 
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(vi) Submission by the case-worker in an existing file or a new file, duly 
referenced and noted upon, with relevant routine drafts, if necessary to 
the head of the Office through the Manager. 

(vii) Consideration of the file by the Head of the Office and passing of orders 
thereon.  

(viii) Return of the file to the case-worker for issue of orders passed on the 
file.  

(ix) Submission of fresh drafts in accordance with the orders passed on the 
file.  

(x) After the draft is approved by the Head of the office, fair copying of the 
approved draft and submission for signature after due comparison.  

(xi) Return of the fair signed copy to the case-worker and issue of the same by 
the dispatcher. 

(xii) Serial numbering page numbering and docketing of issued office copy 
by the case-workers.  

(xiii) If the disposal assigned ‘N’ the case-worker makes a note of this in the 
remarks column of the case register or special register and sends the 
entire file to the dispatcher.  

(xiv) It the file is marked for record after final action, preparation of index 
slips by the case-worker. 

(xv) Checking of the Index slips prepared and record classification and 
years for which it is recorded by the Manager.  

(xvi) Transmission to General Record section with the relevant Index slips.  
(xvii) Receipt in the General Record section and deposition in the appropriate 

record rack.  
 
Receipt, Registration and Distribution of Tappals 
A Receipt may be a communication received through normal postal system or by 
hand or it may be a note or letter sent by an officer of the corporation requiring 
certain action to be taken. The Managers of the various Departments are mainly 
concerned with the initial, receipt and distribution of tappal in the Corporation 
as indicated in this chapter.  
 
Commissioner’s Office 
 
 Government tappal will be opened in the presence of the Administrative 
Officer, who will submit them to the Commissioner, After perusal by the 
Commissioner it will be passed on the Deputy Commissioner (Administration). 
 
 All other tappals will be opened by the office Manager and stamped with 
date stamp. The adhesive stamps fixed to petitions or other documents should 
be defaced by applying the date stamp on a part of the adhesive stamp and 
should also be punched, care being taken to see that the denominating of the 
stamp is visible. Then the Manager will go through each paper and mark on 
them the section or the case-worker to whom they should be given for disposal. 
He from the Heads of Departments and other important matters and submit 
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them to the Commissioner, After perusal. The Commissioner will return the 
papers to Deputy Commissioner (Administration). 
 
 All communication from the Mayor should be submitted to the 
Commissioner direct. After perusal the Commissioner will return the same 
Deputy Commissioner (Administration). 
 
 All letters addressed by name should be opened by the Commissioner or 
Deputy Commissioner and all confidential communications should be opened 
personally by them. 
 
 The Commissioner or the Deputy Commissioner will note any instructions 
that may be necessary on a paper in regard to the urgency or the manner in 
which it should dealt with or disposed off. 
 
 All papers received from the Deputy Commissioner and other papers not 
sent for the perusal of the Commissioner should be immediately registered in 
the General Receipt Register (O.P. Form No 1) on the same day. Before 
registering the papers, the tappal Clerk should sort them in such a way that he 
papers to be dealt with by each Section or case-worker are entered together and 
receive consecutive numbers. After registering all the papers, the tappal Clerk 
should distribute them to the Section or the case-worker after taking their 
acknowledgment in the Distribution Book. (O.P. Form No.2) Full signature of the 
receiver with date of receipt by him shall be obtained in this book. 
 

All valuables, such a, cash, notes, bounds cheques and other documents 
having money value received along with the tappal or otherwise should be 
entered in a separate register (O.P. Form No 3) that register the initials of the 
Section of case-worker to whom they are relived. 
 No correspondence will normally be conducted under the serial number 
assigned in the General Receipt Register unless it is of an extremely elementary 
type. For instance, if any application or a reference is received in an office which 
cannot deal with it, it can be returned to the applicant or redirected to the office 
concerned with a suitable endorsement on the application. In such cases, the 
serial number of the paper in the General Receipt Register shall be quoted as the 
despatch number. 
 
 All Government Orders and Memoranda etc, received from the 
Government should after they are register in the General Receipt Register, be 
entered in a register (O.P. Form No. 4). 
 
 The Manager will keep a note in his personal Note Book of important 
receipts requiring prompt action, or on which action is required to be completed 
by a specified date with a view to keeping a watch on progress of action. 
 

All Officers mush accord highest priority to the perusal of tappal. Personal 
Assistants should treat the receipts moving up and down as Immediate. 
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Other Department of the Corporation 
 
 The procedure described in this Chapter in respect of Commissioner’s 
Office will hold good in respect of all Department of the Corporation. 
 
Classification of Reference. 
 
 The tappal received by the caseworker is of two types. 
 
(a) Reference pertaining to matters pending in the office and  
(b) New references. 
 
 If a reference pertains to a case which is already pending in the office he 
shall note the fact of its receipt against the subject already registered in the case 
register and shall immediately keep it at the appropriate place in the relevant 
case file. 
 
 The new references generally fall under three categories viz., those relating 
to subjects common to the Department for which distinct registers known as 
Special Registers are maintained, periodical returns, and those of miscellaneous 
kind. All the categories of references shall be entered either in (i) the Case 
Register (ii) in a Special Register or (iii) in the periodical Register, References 
relating to periodical returns shall be kept in the file concerning the particulars 
return, All notes initialed by the Caseworkers themselves have to be entered in 
the Case Registers. 
 
Special Registers. 
 
 Special Registers are required to be maintained for particular items of 
work in O.P. Form No. 5 if the following conditions are fulfilled. 
 
(a) The number of cases started under a particular item is large and 
(b) the procedure to be adopted in the disposal of the case is uniform. 
 
 Each Head of the Department shall prescribe the Special Registers to be 
maintained in his Department and indicate the form and procedure to be 
followed for their maintenance. 
 
Periodical Register. 
 
 This shall be maintained in O.P. Form No. 19 for all the reports and 
returns due to and from the Caseworker. The actual receipt and dispatch of the 
periodical with their dates shall be noted in the register. A compilation will 
normally be allotted on page in this register. 
 
Case Register. 



 - 74 - 

 
 This shall maintained separately for each compilation in O.P. Form No. 5. 
Since this register is to be kept for each compilation separately, the subject 
matter should be clearly stated to bring out the exact description of the stated to 
bring out the exact description of the case. Where reference or cases are sent out 
in original mention shall be made in the remarks column of this Register of the 
date of dispatch and of the office to which it is sent. 
 
 Case Registers shall be opened from the first of April of each year. The 
pending cases shall be brought forward to the corresponding registers.  
 
 Each case shall be identified by the Department by a serial number in the 
Case Register and the year in which the case has arisen. 
Illustration: 
 
 GD/CR A-1/500/7475 means that the case relates to General Department 
and bears the serial number 500 in the Case Register of 1974-75 maintained by 
caseworker No. 1 of Commissioner’s Office. 
 
 A Single application or a petition may refer to several disconnected 
matters, the only connection among them being that these emanate from the 
same source. The correct course in such a case is to take relevant extracts from 
the application. 
 
 
Action on Receipts: 
 
 Soon after the papers are made over to him, the caseworker will enter 
them in the case Registers without any delay. He will scrutinize all papers one 
by one and sort them according to their prosperity rating ‘TO-DAY’ and 
‘IMMEDIATE’ receipts shall be taken up first and must be worked up the very 
same day and those marked ‘URGENT’ attended to within two days. No paper 
shall remain unattended to for more than five days. 
 
 The caseworker will arrange his files in five bundles viz (1) Class pending 
disposal (2) Await files (3) Periodicals (4) Circular files and (5) Paper to go to 
Record Keeper. In each bundle, the individual files shall be arranged according 
to their serial numbers. 
 
 The Caseworker will check the enclosures and if any is found short or 
missing, he will bring the fact to the notice of the Manger and also suggest 
suitable action for obtaining the missing papers. A record of the verification 
should be made on the paper. The Caseworker should also verify whether all 
enclosures previously sent with the files have been returned intact or not and a 
record should be made and action taken to get them. 
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 A receipt will be brought on to a current file if it relates to a subject on 
which a file already exists. If not it will be necessary to open a new file for 
initiating action on the receipt. 
 
 The next stage of action by the caseworker is to collect the material 
required for taking action on the receipt. This will ordinarily consist of (a) the 
relevant file on the subject if one exists and (b) other connected files or papers to 
which reference is made in the receipt. He will also point out the Law and Rules 
where they are to be found and other relevant facts. For this purpose he will 
consult the circular files and relevant Acts, Rules, Regulations etc.,  
 
 The caseworker will then record his comments in the Note Sheet attached 
to the file on salient features of a proposal contained in the paper under 
reference. The purpose of recording a note is to facilitate the formulation of a 
decision or issue of orders on the proposal. A mechanical reproduction or 
repetition of the contents or an incoming receipt in the body of  a note should be 
scrupulously avoided. The caseworker shall append his initials with the date on 
left hand of the Note Sheet below his note. The Manager shall sign his name in 
full with date on the right hand side of the Note Sheet immediately below the 
note written by the caseworker. The caseworker shall initial in red ink his notes, 
submitted by his later than 5 days from the date of receipt by him. This is 
intended to serve as a psychological check on delays by the caseworker. The 
Officer who records a note should append his signature with dare, below the 
note towards the right hand sie of the note-sheet. When the offices ask 
questions in the margin of the note the reply to it shall be written in 
continuation of the note and not in the margin. The question shall be copied out 
a fresh at the end of the note and the answer written below the copy or the 
letters ‘A’, ‘B’, ‘C’ etc., will be written boldly against each question and the 
answer marked with the corresponding letters. 
 
 All long notes should as far as possible by type-written. If there is much 
correction in the note, it should be re-written or typed. 
 
 The caseworker shall not note elaborately in the file except when it is 
necessary to do so in the special circumstances of the case. He shall be clear 
and precise in his statements and refer to the material facts, the legal issues 
involved, if any, and the specific points for decision. The case-workers and 
Managers may express their views and suggest the course of action. In cases 
where the course of action is obvious the case-worker shall put up a draft reply 
for approval. 
 
 For every statement made in the note which is net an expression of 
opinion, a reference or authority shall be quoted. The page number of the 
correspondence file or the paragraph number of the note file shall be sufficient 
as the reference. When a reference is made to a page or a paragraph of a linked 
files, the relevant page shall be flaggers. 
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 If any Higher Officer has made any remarks on a receipt, such remarks 
should first be coped out on the Note Sheet. Obliteration of notes by pasting over 
the notes should generally be avoided. If a note, once recorded, is sought to be 
further modified or changed, the straight method would be to score it out and 
record another notes. 
 
 In the case of a file referred by one Department to another for appropriate 
action, the later i.e., the Department being consulted should take extracts of the 
relevant portions of the file either on an existing or on a newly opened 
departmental file. All nothings on the subject will be recorded in the 
departmental file and only the final views or the conclusions of the Department 
will be endorsed on the file received from the Department making the reference. 
 
 Where it is necessary to consult other Department before a decision on a 
case can be taken, a formal reference may be made to the Department either by 
sending the file un-officially or by means of a self contained un-official note as 
may be found convenient. When it is necessary to consult more than one 
Department on a particular case, such consultation will ordinarily take place 
simultaneously by means fo self contained unofficial note which should clearly 
set out the points for decision. The notes and replies received in response to the 
reference would have to be placed on correspondence portion of the file after 
they have been duly noted as Receipts in the Note-Sheet. 
  
 When oral consultation takes place between the Officers of different 
Department in the disposal of a case the result of such oral consultation shall be 
recorded in a single note on the file by the Officer of the Department to which 
the case belongs. The note shall state clearly the conclusions reached and the 
reasons therefore, A copy of the note shall be sent to the Department or 
Department consulted in order that they have a record of the conclusions 
reached. 
 
 Al verbal orders or instructions given by any Officers should be recorded 
on the note-sheet. 
 
 Notes written in one Department and sent to another shall be treated as 
confidential and shall not be referred to any authority outside the Corporation. 
 Inter Departmental references broadly fall under two categories, viz., 
 
(a) Cases where reference is merely for ascertaining factual information and  
 
(b) Cases in which the purpose of reference is to seek Concurrence or opinion of 

the Department referred to. 
 
 In cases falling under (a) the case-worker in the receiving Department may 
note the required information on the file itself. In cases falling under (b) it is 
often necessary that the points under reference should be examined in the 
Department. The general rule to be followed in all such cases is that any 
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examination and noting should take place off the file and only the final result 
should be recorded on the file. 
 
 At the head of the first note will be written in red ink the ‘Title’ of the file. 
Below the Title, the current number, the officer from whom a communication is 
received and the number and date of such communication are entered in red 
ink. The note is written below this entry. 
 
 The note connected with any subject will run continuously from the 
inception of the file until final orders are passed. Paragraphs of each note shall 
be numbered. When a case is disposed of, its disposal number and date shall be 
entered in red ink in square brackets. 
 
 Routine, notes including notes asking for information or explanations, 
notes asking for papers, and notice relating to reminders should not be written 
in the main note file but treated as ‘Routine Notes’. Before a case is disposed of, 
its disposal number and date shall be entered in red ink in square brackets. 
 
 Flags with letters or numbers marked on them are used to indicate the 
particular papers to which references are made in a daft or note. Flags should be 
arranged in such a way as readily to catch the eye. They will be so arranged that 
one flag does not cover the other. When book are put up, the pages or the 
portion of the book should be marked with slip of paper and not flagged. The 
number of the relevant page. Paragraph, clause etc., should be quoted in the 
draft or note. Every paper put up to which reference is actually made must be 
flagged and the letter or number of the flag should be noted in the margin 
against the paper quoted. 
 
 When it is necessary to refer in one file to a paper in another file, the two 
files will be linked i.e., the file put up for reference will be put under the current 
file, and the strings or tape of the lower file, but not its flaps, will be tied round 
the upper file. The strings or the tape of the upper file will be tied underneath it, 
so that there may not be trouble of tying and untying two sets of strings of tape. 
When a lined file is referred to in a case, the reference should invariably give the 
current number and Department of that file so that it could be easily be 
identified after it had been detached. 
 
 The cuttings from news papers and slips sent by Officers date, which are 
not of foolscap size or foolscap quarter size should be pasted on foolscap sheet of 
these sizes. But if such communications are written on both sides of the paper, 
so that they cannot be pasted be pasted to blank sheets, they shall be stitched 
to the blank sheets tightly so that both sides can be read easily. 
 
 Communications from non-official bodies and from respectable gentlemen 
on which it is likely to be delayed in issuing orders should be acknowledged 
immediately on receipt with intimation, if necessary, that action is being taken 
in the matter. If certain amount of delay in sending a final reply is inevitable, an 
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interim reply should invariably   be sent to the party concerned. Such interim 
reply or acknowledgement is particularly necessary in the case of all D.O. letters 
which cannot be attended to promptly.  
 

Circular Files. 
 

 Each caseworker will maintain a circular file in respect of the work 
entrusted to him in which all orders, circulars, Official Memorandum etc. of a 
general nature issued by Government Commissioner or other Heads of 
Department will be chronologically arranged. The pages of the circular file will be 
numbered and an index prepared on a separate sheet attached to the cover page 
showing the page number pertaining to each of the circulars contained in the 
file. Circular files need not be opened every year. When a circular file becomes 
bulky a new file may be opened. 
 

 
Forms and Rules of Correspondence of Drafting. 
 
 Forms of correspondence – Written communications issuing from the 
Corporation Department shall be in one or the other of the following forms:- 
i. Letter 
ii. Proceedings 
iii. Office Memorandum 
iv. Circular 
v. Demi Official Letter 
vi. Un-official Note 
vii. Notification 
viii. Endorsement 
ix. Telegram and  
x. Express letter 
Each one of the above forms has a use. 
 
Letters. 
 
 i. ‘Letter’ form is used for all formal communications addressed to the 
Government Departments, a higher authority, a non-official of some status, a 
non-official association or Society of some standing. It is not to be used fro 
correspondence between different Department of the Corporation. 
ii. A letter is composed of the following parts: 
 
(a) Letter head bearing the name o the Corporation Department, Office, 
Telephone No. 

(b) Number and date of communication. 
(c) Designation of the sender 
(d) Designation of the addressee 
(e) Saluation 
(f) Subject 
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(g) Main text of the letter 
(h) Signature and designation of the Sender 

 
iii. Letters addressed to official authorities should begin with salutation. 
 
 ‘Sir’, ‘Madam’ and those addressed to non-official individuals or groups of 
individuals with ‘Dear Sir/Sirs’. Those addressed to firms should begin with the 
salutation ‘Dear Sirs’ or Gentlemen’. All official letters should terminate with 
‘yours faithfully’ followed by the signature and designation of the person signing 
the letter. 
 
iv. Ordinarily the letter to the Govt. is addressed to the Secretary to the 

Department concerned and generally letter to the Govt. are to be singed by 
the commissioner or the Deputy Commissioner. 

v. The subject wherever necessary should be indicated clearly in suitable words. 
Which will be in the nature of the index to the contents, and reference to 
previous communication may also be cited after the subject, and before the 
main text of the letter. 

 
 
Proceedings: 
 
 Decisions of Commissioner or Corporation or orders of general 
applicability on questions of policy or other important matters should be 
communicated, or issued in the form of “Proceedings”, The form of proceedings 
shall be used in the following cases:- 
 

(i) Communications containing financial sanctions. 
(ii) Disciplinary proceedings involving imposition of a penalty on a 
Corporation Official. 
(iii) orders or decisions of general applicability on important questions of 
policy 
 
The proceedings shall always be drafted in third person. 
 
2. Proceedings generally consist of:- 
 
(a) Letter-head bearing the name of the Corporation and the Department 
(b) Subject matter of the order. 
(c) Number and date of the order. 
(d) The text of order which will begin by referring to the letter or 
communication in response to which the order of Corporation is being 
issued. (where  good deal on the subject. It should be enough if  the 
latest communication in the series is quoted). 
 
The officer authorized to issue an order will sign below the body of the 
order indicating his name and full designation. 
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(e) Endorsement to officers or persons to whom copies of the proceedings 
are to be sent specifically. 
 

OFFICIAL MEMORANDUM 
 

 This form is used for correspondences between the Departments of the 
Corporation or other non-officials, non-official institutions, petitioners and 
applicants. This is written in the third person and ears no salutation or 
subscription except the signature and designation of the addressee is indicated 
below the signature on the left side of the page. 
 

CIRCULAR 
 

 The Circular differs from the ordinary letter or memorandum in that it is 
addressed to several Departments or persons simultaneously. Substance of the 
communication does not warrant the formality of the proceedings form or the 
letter form. 
 

 
Demi Official Letter 

 
 This form is used in correspondence between officers for an inter change 
or communication of opinion or information without the formality of the 
prescribed procedure and also when it is desired that a matter should received 
the personal attention of the individual addressed or when it is intended to bring 
to the personal notice of an officer a case in which action has been delayed and 
official reminders have failed to elicit a suitable reply. In certain cases 
communication addressed to non-officials may also been the form demi official 
letter. 
 
 A demi-official communication is addressed personally to an officer by 
name. It is written in the first person singular in a personal tone with the 
salutation ‘My dear…… or ‘Dear …..’ and terminating with Your sincerely. It is 
singed by the officer without mentioning his designation. 
Un-official Note 
 
Un-official references can be made in two different ways namely:- 
(a) By sending the file itself to the Department with a note recorded thereon 
or  

(b) By sending a self contained note or memorandum. 
 

 As a rule correspondence between the Commissioner and the Heads of 
Departments should be conducted for obtaining the views, comments etc., of 
other Departments on a proposal. Obtaining clarification, etc., of the excising 
instructions, of requisitioning papers or information etc., On the un-official note. 
To ensure that the papers seen un-officially are not mislaid or are returned 
promptly, their transmission to and from any office shall be noted in the 
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Personal Register No salutation or complimentary closing words are used in this 
form. Use of formal letters for communication between one department and 
another is to be avoided. 
 
Endorsement. 
 
This form is made use of when a paper is returned in original to the sender or is 
referred to another Department or subordinate offices (either in original or by 
sending a copy thereof) for information, remarks or disposal. 
 
Telegram: 
 
 A Telegram should be used only on occasions of urgency and should be 
cosine; Clarity should not be sacrificed for brevity. No telegram should be sent 
where an express letter can serve the purpose. 
 
 
 
 
Express Letter. 
 
An express letter should be worded like a telegram and should be given the 
same priority by the recipient. This form should as for as possible be made use 
of in place of Telegrams except in cases of utmost urgency. 
 
Drafting 
 
(j) Except when the line of action on a case is obvious, a draft of the 
communication proposed to be sent out will be prepared after orders have 
been passed by the competent officer indicating the terms of the reply to 
be sent. 

(ii) A draft should convey precisely the exact intention of the orders passed. 
The language used in the draft should be clear. Concise and incapable of 
miss-construction. Communications of more than average length or 
complexity should generally conclude with a summary. 

 
(iii) A draft will be prepared in the prescribed form and written or typed in 

half margin on both sides of the papers. Sufficient space should be left 
between successive lines as to admit interlineating of a word or a phrase. 
If necessary. 

 
(iv) A slip bearing the words ‘Draft of approval should be attached, to the 

draft. If two or more drafts are put up on a file, the draft as well as the 
D.F.A. slips will e numbered DFA I, DFA II DFA III and so on.

(v) The draft for approval put up on a file should be placed on top of the 
correspondence portion o the file and tagged. and reference invited to it in 
the notes. 

 
(vi) the number and date of the communication replied to or of the last 

communication in a series of correspondence on the same subject should 
always be referred to Where it is necessary to refer to more than one 
communication or a series of communications, this should be done in the 
margin of the draft. The subject should be mentioned invariably in all 
communications including reminders. 

 
(vii) A draft should show clearly the enclosures which are to accompany the 

fair copy To draw the attention of the typist and the dispatches, a 
diagonal stroke should be made in the margin. 

 
(viii) All drafts put up on a file should bear the number of the file. 
 
(ix) The name, designation of the officer over whose signature the 

communication is to issue should invariably be indicted on the draft for 
the guidance of the typist. The officer concerned will initial on the draft 
in taken of his approval. 

 
(xi) In communications which are of the nature of authorizations of payment 

to be made the amounts should be clearly expressed in words as well as 
in figures. 

 
(xiii) Abbreviations and contractions may be used in Office notes and drafts 

with a view to save time and stationary but they should not be used in 
the fair copes of letters, memo etc., sent to other offices and private 
persons. 

 
(xiii) When an order is issued to draft it is important that action should be 

taken urgently and draft should be put up to the officer the very day if it 
is a short one or the next day if is a long one. In the office of the 
Commissioner after obtaining the orders of Commissioner draft repots to 
Government and letters to Heads of Departments may be approved by 
the Deputy Commissioner unless the Commissioner directs that the 
draft should come to him or the Deputy Commissioner considers that 
the draft should go to the Commissioner for approval. All other drafts 
and memos will be approved by the Administrative Officer, However in 
respect f disciplinary proceedings involving appeal drafts should be 
approved by the officer imposing the punishment. 

 
 For communications repetitive nature, approved standard skeleton forms 
should be drawn up and cyclostyled or printed. One or more such forms 
according to the requirements of the case may be submitted to the officers 
concerned with one or more fair copes for signature. 
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Fair copying, despatch and action thereafter: 
 

The work of fair copying and dispatching is done in the Issue Branch. 
 
 After a draft has been approved, the case-worker shall hand it over to the 

issue Branch for typing. Ordinarily only the matter to be for typed shall be 
handed over. While handling over the draft for typing, the case worker shall 
make sure that all instructions regarding the enclosures, accompaniments, the 
number of spare copies required and the mode of dispatch (by registered or 
ordinary post) are noted on the draft itself. He will also note on the draft, 
whether it is ‘Urgent’ or ‘Immediate’ or ‘Secret’ 

 
The Head Typist or the Clerk who is in charge of the Issue Branch will 

enter in a register of the Issue Branch will enter in a register (O.P. Form No. 6) 
all the papers received by him in the order in which they have been received and 
mark on the draft the date and time of receipt. 

  
The Head Typist will distribute the work among Typists (including himself) 

as evenly as possible. All typists will maintain a register in O.P. Form No. 10. 
This register should be checked by the Head Typist every day and by the 
Manager of the Office once in a week. In offices where there is no Head Typist, 
the typing work will be distributed by the Manager. 

  
Drafts marked ‘Immediate’ or ‘Urgent’ will be taken up first for typing. 

Before a typist begins to copy a paper for issue, he shall verify that it bears the 
initials of the Officer who approved it. He should make copies of letters, memos 
etc., on the appropriate form where one has been prescribed. He should 
invariably type his initials with date at the left had corner at the end of a fair 
copy. A margin should be left on the left hand side of the front page and on the 
right on the reverse. The name of the officer who is to sign the fair copy should 
be typed in brackets above his designation. In demi official letters, however, the 
designation will not be given below the name. The number of enclosures should 
be typed at the bottom on the left side of the fair copy (Enclosures Nos). To 
ensure legibility not more than 8 copies should be taken out at any one time. 
When more than 16 copies are required a stencil should be cut. 

  
The case-worker should carefully compare the fair copies, verifying the 

addresses and other details with the approved draft and initial the fair copies in 
token of having compared them. He will then submit all the fair copies which are 
compared (along with the connected drafts) in signature pads to the officer 
concerned for signature. In the office of the Commissioner all fair copies of notes 
to Corporation, standing Committees, letters to Heads Departments and others 
and appointment orders will be signed by the Deputy Commissioner 
(Administration) or Administrative officer as ‘For Commissioner’ Fair copies of all 
memos to subordinates and fair copies of endorsements to parties will be singed 
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‘by order’ by the Manager of the Commissioner’s office. Officers will give the 
signature pads the highest priority. On return of the pad, the case worker 
should check whether all the fair copies have been signed by the officer, whether 
enclosures have been correctly attached and that corrections, if any, made by 
the officer while signing are carried out in all the copies. He will then  pass on 
signed fair copies together with office copy to the Dispatch Section after making 
necessary entries in his case register.  

 
Dispatch clerks are responsible for the prompt dispatch of all papers that 

are received in the branch, As soon as the fair copies are received for dispatch, 
they should  check whether all the enclosures marked in the draft are attached 
and attested. The date of dispatch should be filled in both the draft and the fair 
copy. The date of despatch should be stamped (with initials) on the draft or 
office copy. The dispatcher shall maintain a Despatch Register in which all the 
papers sent by post, whether ordinary or registered, shall be entered. The 
Despatch Register shall be in O.P. Form No. 7. All papers received for Despatch 
should ordinarily be issued on the same day. Those marked ‘urgent’ or 
immediate should be attended to first. In any case papers pending at the close of 
the day should be attended to on the following day. In the case of papers to be 
despatched by post, the covers must be properly addressed, weighed carefully 
and properly stamped. When a communication or its enclosure is required to be 
sent by parcel or registered post, the fact of its being sent should be noted on 
the draft or office copy and the postal receipts should be attached to the officer 
copy. The use of postage stamps should be entered in the stamp register in O.P. 
Form No. 9 daily and the balance struck at the end of the day. When there are 
several papers for issue to the same officer or office on the same day, they 
should be enclosed in one cover or envelope. Enclosures, such as maps, plans, 
files etc., which cannot be easily folded or enclosed with the communication 
should be sent separately with a slip indicating the concerned number and date 
of the communication to which they relate, the fact of its having been so sent 
should be noted in the original as well as in the office copy of the letter. 

  
Communications of a confidential or secrete nature should be placed in 

double cover, the inner cover being sealed at both ends and marked confidential 
or secret as the case may be and the name of the addressee written on it, the 
outer cover bearing only the official designation of the addresses to whom it is 
intended.  

 
As regards local delivery of communications, a local delivery book in O.P. 

Form No. 8 shall be maintained for each local officer. Urgent and immediate 
communications should be dispatched as and when they are ready for despatch. 
Ordinary Communications intend for various officers of the Corporation and of 
the Government and for private individuals should be entered in the concerned 
registers with the name of peons through whom they are sent and should be so 
despatched as to ensure their prompt and correct delivery. The dispatching clerk 
will examine the local delivery book daily or as soon as they are brought back by 
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the peons and make sure that all communications sent by him have been 
delivered to the parties concerned and their receipt acknowledged by them.  

 
Acknowledgement of papers or files sent by one clerk to another for 

further action either in the same or different office or Department or section 
should be obtained by the concerned clerks in separate books or registers.  

 
Filling System:  
 
(i) All current papers on a case in a Department shall be arranged in current 

file. Every file will consist of two parts Viz., (a) Notes and (b) 
correspondence placed in a single jacket. Note portion will be tagged on to 
the left hand side of the jacket and the correspondence portion to the 
right had side of the jacket. Both notes and Correspondence will be filed 
from bottom upward, chronologically so that on opening the file. The 
latest note and communication are on top left and top right respectively  

(ii) The notes portion of a file shall consist of all the noting done in the 
department or in the other departments. It will include the record of 
discussions and the opinions leading to a decision on a subject. All notes 
will be numbered consecutively. Each para within a note may be given a 
consecutive para numbers. The Correspondence portion of a file shall 
contain all communications received from outside and all 
communications issued on the files including DO letters, letters memos 
etc. Every communication whether receipt or issue will be given a serial 
number in red ink in the centre of the top of its first page.  

(iii) Every page in the notes portion of the file will be numbered consecutively 
from top to bottom. The page number will be given on note sheets at the 
top corner opposite the tag-end. All papers placed on the correspondence 
portion of the file will be assigned consecutive page numbers in red ink 
beginning from the first sheet at the bottom. Enclosures which have to be 
returned/forwarded to another authority shall be removed from the file at 
the time of issue and a slip as indicated below introduced in its place.  
 

(iv) All papers shall be neatly punched at the left hand top corner before it is 
tagged to correspondence or notes portion of the file and not pricked 
through. No pins should be used to join the papers and all pins should be 
removed. If enclosures to communication received or issued consist of 
large mass of material, such papers should be placed in a separate cover 
called ‘Appendix to Correspondence” 

(v) Notes should be written on note sheets provided for the purpose. If a note 
sheet is not readily available, a plain paper may be used but the note will 
be recorded well beyond a clear margin of one and as half inches.  

(vi) When a file is referred to another department should, before it starts 
noting, write across the note sheet immediately below the last note the 
name of the Department and the Sections which records the note. 
 

Referencing and use of slips: 
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Referencing is the process of putting up and referring to connected 

records, precedents, rules, books or any other having a bearing on a case. Such 
papers will be flagged with alphabetical slips to facilitate their identification. The 
slip will be pinned neatly on the inside of the page. When a number of files or 
papers on the case are to be flagged, the slips should be spread over the whole 
width of the file so that every slip is easily visible. The slip “P.U.D”. (Paper under 
Disposal) Should be attached to the paper the disposal  of which is the subject 
matter of the file. The latest communication which is to be considered in relation 
to the subject should be flagged F.R. (Fresh Receipt). The draft put up for 
approval should be flagged D.F.A (Draft for approval). When it is desired to invite 
a reference to certain papers in the correspondence portion of thee file, the 
corresponding page, number should invariably be quoted in the Notes portion. 
Notes will be referred  to by their number e.g. note 1 Para 4 etc, while referring 
to the Rules and Acts a description of the Rules and Acts etc., together with the 
number of the relevant paragraph or clause referred to will always be quoted in 
the body of the note while tin the margin will be indicated the alphabetical 
letters of the slip and the page number. 
 
File Movement: 

All movement of file will be entered in the case registers of the 
Caseworkers. Movement of papers for which no files are opened and which are 
therefore dealt with under General Receipt. Register number and movement of 
files and papers of other Departments / sections which will go back to the 
originating department / section will be noted in the case  Register as also in the 
General Receipt Register as also in the General Receipt Register All personal 
Assistants / stenographers attached to officers shall maintain a file movement 
Register in O.P. Form No. 11 

 
After the files are seen by the officer, the personal Assistants / 

stenographers shall send back the papers of files to the Department/Section 
from where they were received after making a note of it in the movement register 
kept by them. e.g. A file submitted by the statistician to the Commissioner after 
it is perused by the commissioner may be sent back to the statistician by the 
P.A. to the Commissioner instead of sending it to the Manager of the 
Commissioner’s Office after making a note in the file Movement Register kept by 
him.  

 
Indexing and Recording: 
  

After final disposal all files shall be indexed and handed over to the 
Records Clerk. 

  
(i) An index of the records of a department provides a means of tracing previous 
papers on a particular subject. An index slip is composed of two parts, namely 
(a) Title and (b) File number. The subject given to a file is called its title. It 
should be as brief as possible but should give at a glance. Sufficient indication 
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as to the contents of the file so as to serve as an aid to its identification. The title 
should be divided into (a) Head (b) Sub head and (c) Content in the following 
manner.  

 
The head must be a word or words that will naturally occur to anyone who 

wants the papers. It must not be too wide. This will be followed by a sub-head 
which should be more indicative of the precise subject, of the file than the Head. 
The content must be as brief as compatible with expressing clearly the exact 
subject of the file. If a content shows at a glance, like a new papers head line, 
the exact subject of the paper, it is good content.  
 
Example of title 
  

Subject dealt with Title prepared 

Enquiry whether it is necessary to 
communicate to communicate 
adverse remarks in the confidential 
reports to persons concerned in 
certain circumstances.

communication necessary (content) 

 
(ii) The title on an index slip will be followed by a reference to file number.  
(iii) Consistency is essential in the selection of both heads and sub-heads. For 
Example files dealing with questions pay should be indexed always under head 
pay and not sometimes under pay and sometimes under Salary or emoluments.  
(iv) Index slips will be prepared only at the time of recording files. 
 
Recording:   
 
(i) Recording is the process of closing a file after action on all the issues under 
consideration in the file has been completed. When a case worker is satisfied 
that no further action is required to be taken on a file, he will put it up to the 
Head of the Office for his approval for being recorded under one of the following 
classes:- 
Class A: This category will be allotted to a file in which important questions have 
been discussed or which contain orders establishing important precedents or 
general instructions or ruling of a permanent importance and which are likely to 
be required frequently for reference in future. This category will also include files 
containing valuable original documents which must be preserved for 
considerably long periods. These files have to be preserved indefinitely.  
Class B: This class will have to be preserved for thirty years.  
Class C: This class will have to be preserved for Ten years.  
Class D: This class will have to be preserved for five years.  
Class E: This class will have to be preserved for only years.  
(ii) Heads of Departments will prescribe the categories of cases which shall be 
assigned to the different classes namely- A, B, C, D, and E. 
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 After a file has been marked for record it should be arranged properly for 
recording by the Record Clerk. This would involve the following action:- 
 
(i) Amendment or revision of the title of the file if found necessary. 
(ii) Preparing a fresh file jacket with the revised title.  
(iii)Noting on the file jacket in bold letter, the index title, the number of the 

case, the classification and the year of destruction and the total 
number of pages in the notes portion and the correspondence portion. 

 
 Files which are of a purely ephemeral nature will not be recorded but will 
be kept in the sections in bundle arranged ‘month-wise’ and destroyed as soon 
as they are one year old.  
 
 
CORPORATION RECORDS. 
 
 The records of the Bangalore City Corporation are deposited in the Central 
Record Room of the Corporation. The Central Record is in charge of the Head 
Record Keeper who works under the control of the Administrative Officer and 
immediate supervision of the Manager of the Commissioner’s office. The Head 
Record Keeper is solely responsible for the custody, care and arrangement of the 
Records, Books, Registers, Forms etc., and for periodical destruction of the 
records.  
 
 The Case-worker shall send to the Central Record Room all disposed off 
files once a month. The Record keeper shall enter all files received in a ‘Record 
Register; to be maintained in O.P Form No: 12. This register shall be maintained 
for each year separately. The register shall be kept in parts, each compilation 
being apportioned a few pages. He shall keep the recorded files in separate 
bundles, according to compilations and also according to the nature of 
classification given to the file. Files of different sections should be arranged in 
order of current numbers and kept in a separate bundles for each year. A 
number of files should be tied up between two boards in bundles in convenient 
bulk and size. The top board should indicate the number of files contained in 
that bundle and the branch and the year to which they belong. A board showing 
the description and the branch and section to which the files belong should be 
fixed to the record rack. 
 
 At the time of destruction of files no detailed list will be prepared. The 
record register will serve the purpose. At the end of the register, a note should 
be kept that all the papers were destroyed on a particular date.  
 
 Any case-worker requiring an old case file from the Record Room for 
reference shall fill in a ‘Requisition Slip’ in O.P form No. 13. On receipt of a 
Requisition Slip, the Record Keeper shall locate the required file and hand it over 
to the Case-worker concerned, after making entries in the Record Issue Register, 
which shall be in O.P Form No: 14. The requisition slip shall be kept in the place 
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from where the file has been taken out and the same returned to the caseworker 
when the file is returned to the Record Room. Every quarter, the Record Keeper 
shall circulate a list of the Recorded files pending with each caseworker for more 
than one month. The case-worker shall initial this list and either send the record 
back or indicate on the list as to why a particular file is still required. This list 
shall been place before the Administrative officer for his information.  
 
 The registers and returns of all sections should be sent to the Central 
Record Room when they are no longer required for current use. These registers 
and returns should also be entered in the Record Register and preserved for the 
specified periods and arranged Department-wise. 
 
 The preservation of records is a very essential feature of the Central 
Records Section. They should be protected against deterio ration and the 
following rules in this behalf should be observed.  
 
1. The Record Room should be cleaned every day and kept tidy and in good 
condition.  

2. Smoking or naked lights should on no account be allowed in the record 
room. 

3. Every morning all the doors and windows should be opened to admit light 
and air and all the doors and windows should be properly closed after 
office hours.  

4. Disinfectants and insecticides, such as Naphthalene, D.D.T Coal-tar, etc., 
should be frequently used on all shelves and racks where the record are 
kept to prevent infestation through insects, rats etc.,  

5. Records which become brittle and warn out through passage of time and 
which require to be preserved should be got reconditioned in time on 
scientific lines.  

6. All the printed volumes and manuscripts should be arranged neatly and 
methodically. 

7. Strangers should not be allowed in the Record Room. 
8. Office staff who come for records or reference books, registers, forms etc., 
should not be allowed to take them out themselves.  

 
At the beginning of every calendar year (i.e in January) Head Record 
Keeper should examine and weed out such of the records that have 
become time-barred and arrange for their destruction. The relevant 
records which are to be weeded out would be sorted out and kept in 
Departmental lots. The Managers of the Department concerned will be 
called upon to inspect such records in the Record Room and furnish his 
opinion as to whether they are required to curtained for a further period or 
could be destroyed. The Managers will record their opinion against each 
such file entered in the Record Register and attest by signing in till in ink.  
 
 A stock register of rules, bye-laws, reports, forms etd., which are 
meant for sale should be maintained in the Record Section.  
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 Official records and papers to be destroyed should not be sold the 
public, absolute books, newspapers, journals and other public may be 
sold by public auction.  
 
 The Manager of the Commissioner office should frequently inspect 
the Central Records Room with a view to ensuring that the records are 
being taken proper care of that there is punctual restoration of papers, 
formation of bundles and that the rooms are kept neat and tidy He should 
submit a quarterly report on the state of records etc., to the 
Administrative officer and an annual report to the Commissioner in the 
month of February.  
 
 

CONFIDENTIAL PAPERS. 
 
Confidential papers are two types viz.,  
 
i) Those that are not to be published or communicated outside the office and 
ii) Those that are strictly secret, which will not go to office at all.  

 
iii) Both these types of papers should be opened by the Head of the office 

himself and none else and he shall be the authority to decide whether 
they fall in category (i) or category ii) If it is decided to treat them in 
category (i) they shall be included in the case to which they belong like 
any other paper. The papers falling within category ii) will be dealt with 
by the Head of the office himself like departmental examination papers, 
secret investigations etc., The Head of the office shall keep a separate 
box for confidential papers. He shall maintain a personal register for 
making entries pertaining to such confidential papers dealt with by 
him.  

 
 

PETITIONS. 
 
 Petitions are also communications. They emanate from aggrieved persons 
urging for considerations, or redress of their grievance, if any. Petitions, received 
from individuals or organizations, from officials or non-officials, by post or by 
personal delivery will be dealt with in the same manner.  
 
 All petitions which are duly stamped in accordance with law and also 
other petitions where there is not legal requirement to affix stamps should be 
acknowledged immediately on receipt. The acknowledgement should be in 
printed forms. Managers of offices who receive such communications will be 
responsible for issuing the acknowledgements, However acknowledgements 
should not be granted in the following cases. 
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i) Applications for appointments, 
ii) Applications repeating a request already disposed of. 
iii) Applications couched in improper, impolite, or scurrilous language.  
iv) When only copies of communications addressed to other offices are 

received. 
v) Reminder petitions, anonymous petitions and petitions which do not 

involve any specific request.  
 
 When a petition in received by a department which does not deal with the 
subject matter it should acknowledge receipt of the petition and mention in the 
acknowledgement that the paper has been transferred to the appropriate officer 
concerned to whom all further correspondence on having acknowledged the 
letter should be endorsed on the petition before it is transferred to the 
department concerned.  
 
 When petitions are forwarded to sub ordinate officers for a report and the 
return of the petition is considered necessary a destinet indication to that effect 
should be made in the letter by the addition of the words “To be returned with 
the report by….. 
 
 Reasonable demands from private parties for any information should. As 
far as possible, be satisfied.  
 
 Representations by Corporation official seeking for any relief must be sent 
in their own names and through proper channel A superior officer who receives 
a representations from his subordinates should see to the prompt transmission 
of the papers to proper authorities with his comments and with relevant records 
of any, in his position within the maximum limit of 15 days.  
 

 
CHECK ON DELAYS 

 
Weekly Arrears Statement: 
 
 Case-workers personally responsible for delays in the disposal of their 
papers at all stages, Ordinary papers should normally be submitted within three 
days of their receipt. No paper shall be kept with them for more than five days 
without the permission of the head of the office.  
 
 On the last working day of every calendar week i.e on Saturday evening, 
each case-worker will prepare a weekly Arrears Statement in O.P Form No: 15. 
The receipts clerk will initiate action by completing the heading and the first 
three columns of the form with the help of the receipt register and pass on the 
same to the Case-workers for completion of the other columns. Detailed 
information in respect of cases in hand of the Case-worker for over five days will 
be given in O.P Form No: 16 which will form san Appendix to O.P Form No: 15 
Entries regarding communications received from Government will be made red 
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ink in the form in order to pin-point attention of officers to such references. The 
Case-worker will submit the completed form to the Section Head on the morning 
of the first working day of next calendar week i.e. on Monday next or on 
Thursday if Monday happens to be a holiday. This enables the Section Head to 
keep track of the papers pending with Case-worker in respect of all the 
compilations he is dealing with, assist him in gauging the work load of each 
case-worker and helps him to initiate action on delayed references. He will 
submit the form to the Head of the office with his remarks on the same day The 
Head of the office will give his instructions on the form itself in regard to pending 
cases.  
 
Monthly Arrears List of Cases: 
 
 During the first week of every month the Case-worker shall prepare a 
monthly arrears list of cases pending disposal for over one month in O.P Form 
No: 17. The list shall be prepared for each compilation. These list will be 
consolidated and the consolidated list put up to the Head of the Office by the 
10th of the month who will ensure that timely reminders are sent in respect of 
cases pending outside the office. He will also make it a point to scrutinize the 
cases pending over three months and give instruction on the manner of their 
disposal.  
 
 In order to reduce the delay in disposal of cases in the Corporation the 
Heads of office should devote one day every month to review and discus long 
pending files with the subordinate officers and officials, Where cases are held up 
for comments or views with Departments other than their own, they should 
contact their counter parts in the other department, arrange personal 
discussions with a view to disposal or settlement of points at issue. 
 
Call Book: 
 
 Cases which have reached a stage when no steps could be taken by way of 
expediting action for a long time (eg. Cases held up before law courts, 
Acquisition cases etc.,) may be excluded from the monthly statement of pending 
cases and their progress watched through a call book in O.P form No: 18 to be 
maintained by all sections. These cases, would however, be shown separately in 
the break up of balance in the monthly statements of ending cases. Cases may 
be transferred to the call book only with the approval of the Head of the Office. 
The Heads if sections will scrutinize the call book during the first week of every 
month to see that the cases which have become ripe for further action during 
the month are brought forward and action initiated on them on due dates. When 
a case becomes ripe for action or if action is re started as a sequel to the receipt 
of a communication from the party concerned earlier than expected, the date of 
receipt of the communications from outside or the note recorded by the officer or 
by the office note leading to the re-opening of the case will be treated as the date 
of the commencement of the re-opened case and further progress watched in the 
usual way.  
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 The primary responsibility for the expeditious disposal of work and the 
timely submission of arrear lists etc., rests with the Heads of sections. He 
should inspect the racks and the tables of the Case-workers every month and 
satisfy himself that no paper of file has been overlooked it is the duty of heads of 
officers to check thoroughly the case registers maintained by the case-workers 
at reasonable intervals and to take steps to see that no avoidable delay occurs in 
dealing with papers. He should see that the entries in the case registers are 
correctly and punctually made and should take immediate action on delayed 
and urgent cases by giving the case worker all practical and possible help. The 
Heads of offices and sections should see that the disposed of files are returned 
by the case workers to the record section. 
 
 

Periodical Reports and Returns. 
 
 Each Department should know the periodical due to and from that 
department so that action may be taken for their receipt and dispatch in due 
time. Each Head of the Department shall prescribe the periodical required for 
his department i.e., the number and nature of the periodicals and the forms in 
which these are to be submitted. A standing list of such periodicals is given in 
Appendix whenever a decision on a case involves the dispatch or receipt of a 
report or return periodically every year, orders of the commissioner should every 
year. Orders of the Commissioner should simultaneously be obtained for the 
inclusion of the item in the standing list of periodical reports and returns. To 
watch the punctual receipt of dispatch of periodicals each subject clerk will 
maintain a periodical register in O.P Form No: 19 for all the reports and returns 
due to and from him.  
 
 It is most important that the periodical reports and returns should be 
dispatched punctually. The concerned case-workers should issue advance 
reminders to subordinates whenever necessary and take other steps to ensure 
that every return is sent punctually on the appointed date.  
 
 The punctual receipt of in-coming returns must be insisted on. If a return 
is not received on the due date a reminder must be issued on the same day. 
 
 In orders to watch the timely dispatch of periodicals, the Head of every 
section should get a calendar of all returns to be sent in the next month 
prepared on the last working day of each month and keep it with him and 
should check it every day to see that the periodicals are dispatched on the due 
dates.  
 
 

INSPECTIONS: 
 
The object of an office inspections is  
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i) To make a general assessment of the work done; 
ii) To see whether the prescribed process dure and instructions are 

understood properly and followed intelligently and 
iii) To test the intrinsic soundness and utility of the procedures and systems 

and to get reliable data for devising improvements.  
 
 Three kinds of inspections shall be conducted regularly in all the offices of 
the corporation 
 
i) Monthly inspection by the Head of the section 
ii) Annual inspection by the Head of the office ; and 
iii) Surprise inspections by Heads of Departments.  

 
 The Head of the section is required to conduct a detailed monthly 
inspection of the work of every case-worker under him. A model form of 
questionnaire to be used for such monthly inspections is given in O.P form No: 
20. The Head of the office shall periodically inspect the different sections of his 
office and systematically review the monthly arrear lists. In addition he shall 
conduct an Annual Inspection of his office. This will be done between the 
months of October and December every year, so as to facilitate and assessment 
of the work load and performance of individual members of the staff. During 
inspection, he shall verify whether the points made at the time of monthly 
inspections by the Heads of sections have been complied with. He will pay 
particular attention to papers pending for a long time and take action for their 
quick disposal. A model form of Questionnaire to be used for the annual 
inspection is given in O.P form No. 21 
 
 Apart form periodical inspections, the heads of officer and heads of 
Departments should carry out from time to time surprise checks of al few 
sections to ensure prompt and efficient disposal of the business in the 
Department and also to ensure that the registers, statement, returns, etc., are 
properly maintained. Heads of departments should conduct surprise checks of 
all the subordinate officers during the year.  
 
 In order to avoid dislocation of work, a programme for annual inspections 
should be drawn up in advance every year after taking into account the periods 
of seasonal rush of work.  
 
 The inspecting officer will submit his report to his immediate superior and 
also endorse a copy to the Administrative officer. The later will examine the 
reports to see the kind of defects brought to light and where necessary devise 
suit, able remedies to prevent the recurrence. The Administrative officer will 
maintain a check register of inspections conducted in the corporations 
departments.  
 
 

STATIONERY AND FORMS: 
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 The Head record keeper is in charge of the stationery. At the beginning of 
each year a requisition from all offices of the corporation regarding the annual 
requirement of stationery should be obtained and a consolidated indent of the 
articles, showing the stock on hand and the quantity required for the whole year 
should be prepared. At the beginning of February each year, arrangements 
should be made to obtain tenders from the leading contractors or merchants 
with samples of the articles required. Immediately after the rates are approved 
by the competent authority, orders should be placed with the approved 
contractors or merchants for the supply of articles. Proper stock registers should 
be maintained for the receipt and issue of the stationery articles.  
 
 Each section should submit by the 15th of the month, an indent of the 
stationery required for the ensuing month. A similar indent for the stationery 
required for the use of officers will be drawn up by the personal Assistant 
attached to them. Stationary and Forms supplied to sections should be kept 
under lock and key in the sections under the control of Head of the section and 
should be distributed as per his orders. Every official is responsible for the 
economical use of stationery and forms supplied to him. It is the responsibility 
of the Head of the section to see that ordrs regarding economy in the use of 
stationery articles, forms and registers are followed implicitly by the sections, 
Full sheets of paper should not be used for writing or typing brief and small 
drafts. Short and brief drafts should be fair copied on quarter sheets and all big 
notes and drafts and communications should be typed and fair copies on both 
sides of the paper.  
 
 

MISCELLANEOUS 
 
Discipline and Attendance:  
 
 The prescribed office hours are from 10-30 A.M to 5-30 P.M on all working 
days. An attendance registers in O.P form No: 22 shall kept by every section in 
which the attendance of every member working in the section including class IV 
staff on duty in the section will be recorded. Every member of the staff should 
attend office punctually and mark his attendance in the Attendance Register at 
10-30 A.M against his name. The Attendance Register shall be sent up to the 
Head of the office for inspection at 10-35 A.M sharp regularly on working days 
officials attending office after attendance register has been sent to the Head of 
the office, should personally see the head of the office and sign the register in 
his presence marking the time of their attendance. Thereafter the Head of the 
office will check the attendance register at 10-45 A.M every day after which time 
no one wil be allowed to mark his attendance The practice of the permitting 
officials to attend the office late or to leave it early has been discontinued. Half a 
days causal leave effective up to or from 2 p.m on any working day, may ben 
granted instead. If no causal leave is at credit of the official, the official will 
forfeit at days leave of any other kind at his credit and if no other kind of leave is 
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at the credit of the official, the period will be treated as Leave without 
allowances. The Heads of offices and managers should direct the class IV staff 
working under them to attend office half on hour earlier than the prescribed 
office hours.  
 
 The class IV staff should get the rooms of the sections and of the offices 
opened by the watchman in their presence. Similarly in the evening they should 
leave office only after the rooms are locked by the watchman.  
 The Watchman should attend office before 5.00 p.m daily and take charge 
of office form the peons of the respective departments, they will hand over 
charge of office to the peons next day at 10 A.M during the time they are on duty 
they should not allow any one to enter office except the members of the office 
establishment who may come to attend to any urgent work. 
 
 No member of the staff should leave the office during office hours without 
the permission of the Head of the Section. Officials are allowed to avail 
themselves of an interval of three fourth of an hour between 1-30 p.m and 2-15 
p.m daily for taking lunch or snacks. A movement register in O.P form No: 23 
may be kept in all sections wherein all the official will record their movements 
when they are obliged to leave their seats during office hours on account of a 
call from their superior officers or for some urgent official work. This register 
shall be reviewed by the head of the section every day. The responsibility to see 
that the case-workers are always at their seats during office hours and attend to 
their work will lie with the manager or section head.  
 
 Case-workers are prohibited from seeing outsiders in office rooms. When 
outsiders come to the officials for some information, they should politely be 
asked to see the deputy commissioners or the administrative officer so far as the 
Commissioner’s office is concerned and in the other offices the public may meet 
the Head of the office or any other officer authorized by him.  
 
 Any member of the staff may be required to work overtime when the 
business of the office demands it and the manger or section heads are 
authorized to call their officials to work overtime on such occasions. Every 
officials should keep his table and the place round him clean and arrange the 
papers or files on his table neatly and keep them in proper order. Stationery and 
records must be put away tidily in the case workers almirahs and not left lying 
on the tables and on the tops of almirahs exposed to dust.  
 
Divulging Information and Unauthorised use of Official Documents: 
 
 Corporation officials are precluded from divulging to outsiders, the press 
correspondents or reporters any information whether expressly marked 
confidential or not that may come to their knowledge in their official capacity. 
Officials are strictly prohibited from taking official papers outside the offices on 
any account without the express permission of the Head of the office being 
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obtained in each case. Heads of offices and Departments may, however take 
such papers home for study on their own responsibility. 
 
 All corporation official shall taken an oath of allegiance to the Indian 
Union in the proforma vide O.P from No: 24 and this shall be pasted in the 
service register of the official . 
 
Evidence before Committee or any other Authority: 
 
 A Corporation official shall give evidence in connection with an enquiry 
conducted by an authority appointed by the Commissioner of the Corporation, 
the Government of Karnataka, the Central Government or in any judicial 
enquiry. While giving such evidence no corporation official shall criticize the poly 
or any action of the Bangalore city Corporation, the Government of Karnataka, 
the Central Government or any other State Government.   
 
 If the official has to produce any documents, the summons itself will 
specify the documents required to be produced. On receipt of such summons, 
the officer having the custody of such summons, the officer having the custody 
of the paper will obtain orders of the commissioner about the production of the 
documents.  
 
Employment of near relative of a Corporation servant in private 
undertaking enjoying Corporation patronage: 
 
 No Corporation officer shall except with the previous sanction of the 
Commissioner permit his son, daughter or other dependent to accept 
employment in any private undertaking with which he has official dealings or in 
any other undertaking or any other person if any member of his family is 
employed in that undertaking or under that person or if he or any members of 
his family is interested in such matter or contract in any other manner and the 
Corporation servant shall refer every such matter or contract to his official 
superior and the matter or contract shall thereafter be disposed of according to 
the instruction of the authority to whom the reference is made.  
 
Taking part in Politics and Elections: 
 
 No Corporation servant shall be a member of or be otherwise associated 
with any political party or any organization which takes part in politics or 
indulges in activities which are prejudicial to the interest of the sovereignty and 
integrity of India or public order or morality nor shall he take part in, subscribe 
in aid of, or assist in any other manner, any political movement or activity.  
 
 No. Corporation servant shall canvas or otherwise interfere with or use his 
influence in connection with an election to any legislature or local authority.  
 
Demonstrations and Strikes: 
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 No Corporation servant shall (1) engage himself or participate in any 
demonstration which is prejudicial to the interest of the sovereignty and 
integrity of India, the security of the state, friendly relations with Foreign State, 
public order, decency or morality or which involves contempt of court, 
defamation or incitement to an offence or (2) resort to, or in any way instigate, 
incite or abet, any form of strike by any number of Corporation servants.  
 

i) No Corporation servant shall except with the previous sanction of 
the Corporation (i) own wholly or in part or conduct or participate in 
the editing or management of any news paper or other periodical 
publication (ii) publish a book himself or though a publisher or 
contribute an article to a book or a compilation of articles or (iii) 
participate in a radio broadcast or contribute an article or write 
letter to a news paper or periodical either in his own name or 
anonymously or pseudonymously or in the name of any other 
person.  

ii) Provided that no such sanction shall be required if such 
publication, contribution, broadcast or writing is of a purely literary, 
artistic or scientific character.  

 
Criticism of Corporation or Government; 
 
i)  No Corporation servant shall in any radio broadcast or in any 

document published in his own name or anonymously, 
pseudonymously or in the name of any other person in any 
communication to the press or in any public utterance make pny 
statement of fact or opinion. 

 
ii)  Which has the effect of an adverse criticism of any current or recent 

policy or action of the Corporation, the Government of Karnataka, 
Central Government or any other State Government.  

 
Criticism of Corporation or Government: 
 

i) No Corporation servant shall in any radio broadcast or in any 
document published in his own name or anonymously, 
pseudonymously or in the name or any other person in any 
Communication to the press or in any public uteracne make pny 
statement of fact or opinion. 

i) Which has the effect of an adverse criticism of any current or recent policy 
or action of the Corporation, the Government of Karnataka, Central 
Government or any other State Government.  

ii) Which is capable of embarrassing the relations between the Government 
of Karnataka and Central Government or Government of any other 
state; or 
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iii) Which is capable of embarrassing relations between the Central 
Government and the Government of any Foreign States. 

iv) Provided nothing in this rule shall apply to any statements made or views 
expressed by a Corporation servant in his official capacity or in the deu 
performance of the duties assigned to him.  

 
Subscription: 
 
 No Corporation servant shall except with the previous sanction of the 
Commissioner ask for or accept contributions to or otherwise associate himself 
with the raising of any funds or other collections in cash or in kind in pursuance 
of any object whatsoever.  
 
Gifts: 
 
i) No Corporation servant shall accept or permit any member of his family, 

or any person acting on his behalf to accept any gift which includes 
free transport, boarding, lodging or other service or any other 
pecuniary advantage when provided by any person other than a near 
relative or personal friend having no official dealings with the 
Corporation. (A casual meal, lift or other social hospitality shall not be 
deemed to be a gift).  

ii) On the occasions, such as wedding, anniversaries, funerals or religious 
functions, when the making of a gift is in conformity with the prevailing 
religious or social practice, a Corporation servant may accept gifts from 
his near relatives and personal friends having no official dealings with 
him ut the shall make a report o the Corporation if the value of any 
such gift exceeds:  

i) Rs. 200/- in the case of Corporations offices drawing basic pay of Rs. 
300/- per month and above.  

ii) Rs. 100/- in the case of officials drawing basic pay of less than Rs. 300/- 
per month. 

iii) In any other case a Corporation servant shall not accept any gift without 
the sanction of the Corporation if the value of the gift exceeds Rs. 75/- 
 
 

Private trade or employment: 
 
i) No Corporation servant shall except with the previous sanction of the 

Corporation engage directly or indirectly in any trade or business or 
undertake any other employment provided that a Corporation servant 
may without such sanction, undertake honorary work of a social or 
charitable nature or occasional work of a literary, artistic or scientific 
character subject to the following conditions namely. 

 
i) He shall within a period of one month of his undertaking any such work, 

report to the Corporation giving full details;

ii) His official duties do not thereby suffer; and 
iii) He shall discontinue any such work, if so directed by the Corporation. 

 
ii) Every Corporation servant shall report to the Corporation if any member 

of his family is engaged in a trade or business or owns or manages an 
Insurance agency or Commission Agency. 

iii) No Corporation official shall without the previous sanction of the 
Corporation except in the discharge of his official duties, take part in 
the registration, promotion or management of any bank or other 
company which is required to be registered under the Companies Act 
or any other Law for the time being in force or nay co-operative society 
for commercial purpose.  

iv) Provided that a Corporation servant may take part in the Registration, 
promotion or management of co-operative society substantially for the 
benefit of Corporation officials (registered or deemed to be registered 
under the Karnataka Co-operative Societies Act, 1959) or of a literary 
scientific or charitable society. 

v) No corporation servant shall accept any fee for any work done by him for 
any public body or any private person without the general or special 
sanction of the Corporation. 

 
Participations of a Medical Officer in a private Establishment: 
 
 No Medical officer of the Corporation shall maintain or have financial 
interest in a private nursing home, hospital or similar establishment. Nor shall 
he habitually accommodate paying patients in his own residence for more than 
24 hours, He may however, treat patients in a private nursing home provided 
that the home is not reserved for the admission of his one cases and allows the 
admission of patients of any other registered medical practitioners. 
 
Proper use of Amenities: 
 
 No Corporation servant shall misuse of carelessly use, amenities provided 
for him by the Corporation to facilitate the discharge of his public duties.  
 
Use of Services without payment: 
 
 No Corporation servant shall without making proper and adequate 
payment avail himself any service or entertainment for which a hire or price or 
admission fee is charged. 
 
Investment, lending and borrowing:  
 
i) No Corporation servant shall speculate in any stock, share or other 

investment. 
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ii) No Corporation servant shall make or permit any member of his family or 
any person acting on his behalf to make any investment which is likely 
to embarrass or influence him in the discharge of his official duties.  

iii) No Corporation servant shall save in the ordinary course of business, with 
a bank or a firm of standing duly authorized to conduct banking 
business either himself or through any member of his family or any 
other person acting on his behalf.  

a) Lend or borrow money as principal or agent, to or from any person within 
the local limits of his authority or with whom he is likely to have official 
dealings, or otherwise place himself under any pecuniary to such person 
or 

b) Lend money to any person interest or in a manner whereby return in 
money or in kind is charged or paid.  
 

iv) Provided that a Corporation servant may give to, or accept from, a relative 
or a personal friend, a purely temporary loan of a small amount free of 
interest, or operate a credit account with a bonifide tradesman or make 
an advance of pay to his private employee.  

 
Insolvency and habitual indebtedness: 
 
 A Corporation servant shall so mange his private affairs as to avoid 
habitual indebtedness or insolvency. A Corporation servant against whom any 
legal proceedings is instituted for the recovery of any debt due from him or for 
adjusting him as an insolvent shall forthwith report the full facts of the legal 
proceedings to the Corporation. 
 
Vindication of Acts and Character of Corporation Servants: 
 
No Corporation servant shall except with the previous sanction of the 
Corporation have recourse to any court or to the press for the vindication of any 
official act which has been the subject matter of adverse criticism or an attack of 
a defamatory character. However there is no prohibition to vindicate his private 
character or any act done by him in his private capacity which fact may be 
reported to the Commissioner for information. 
 
Canvassing of non-official or other influence: 
 
 No Corporation official shall bring or attempt to bring any political or other 
influence to bear upon any superior authority to further his interests in respect 
of matters pertaining to his service under Corporation. 
 
Bigamous Marriage: 
  

i) No Corporation servant who has a wife living shall contract another 
marriage without first obtaining the permission of the standing 
Committee not withstanding that such subsequent marriage is 
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permissible under the personal law for the time being applicable to 
him.  

ii) No female Corporation servant shall marry any person who has a 
wife living without first obtaining the permission of the standing 
Committee.  

 
Consumption of intoxicating Drinks and Drugs: 
 
A Corporation servant shall: 
 
a) Strictly abide by any law relating to intoxicating drinks or drugs in force 
b) Take due care that the performance or his duties is not affected in any 
way by the influence of any intoxicating dink or drug; 

c) Not appear in a public place in a state of intoxication. 
d) Not habitually use any intoxicating dink or drug to excess. 

 
 
Moveable, Immovable and Valuable Property: 
 
1) Every Corporation servant shall on his first appointment in the 
Corporation and thereafter at the interval of every twelve months, submit 
a return of his assets and liabilities and all members of his family in O.P 
Form No: 28 giving the full particulars regarding. 

 
a) The immovable property inherited by him or any member of his family or 
owned or acquired by him or any member of his family or held by him or 
any member of his family on leave or mortgage, either in his own name or 
in the name of any member of his family or in the name of any other 
persons; 

b) Shares, debentures and cash including bank deposits inherited by him or 
any member of his family or similarly owned, acquired or held by him or 
any member of his family: 

c) Other movable property inherited by him or any member of his family or 
similarly owned acquired or held by him or any member of his family; 

d) Debts or other liabilities incurred by him or any member of his family 
directly or indirectly. 

 
Note: In all returns the value of items of movable property worth less 

than Rs. 1,000/- may be added and shown as a lump sum. 
The value of articles of daily use such as cloths, utensils, 
crockery or books need not be included in such returns.  

 
2) No Corporation servant or any member of his family shall except with the 
shall except with the previous knowledge of the standing Committee 
acquire or dispose of any immovable property by lease, mortgage. 
Purchase sale, gift or otherwise either in his own name or in the name of 
any member of his family. 
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Provided that the previous sanction of the Standing Committee shall be obtained 
by the Corporation servant if any such transaction is  
 
i) With a person having official dealings with the Corporation servant, or 
ii) Otherwise than through a regular or reputed dealer.  

 
3) Every Corporation servant shall report to the standing committee every 
transaction concerning movable property owned or held by him or any 
member of his family either in his own name or in the name of a member 
of his family if the value of such property exceeds Rs. 1,000/- in the case 
of a Corporation servant drawing basic pay of Rs. 300/- per month and 
above or Rs. 500/- in the case of a Corporation servant drawing a basic 
pay below Rs. 300/- P.M 

 
 Provided that the previous sanction of the Standing Committee shall be 
obtained if any such transaction is- 
 
i) With a person having official dealing with the Corporation servant or 
ii) Otherwise than through a regular or reputed dealer. 

 
Note: The expression movable property includes (a) Jewellery insurance policies, 
provident fund, shares securities and debentures b) loans advanced by such 
Cororation servants whether secured or not: c) motor cars, motor cycles, horses 
or any other means of conveyance and d) refrigerators, radios, radiograms, tape 
recorders and transistors.  
 
 
4. Every Corporation servant shall report to the standing Committee every 
transactions concerning cash received by him or y any member of his family 
from sources other than the Corporation servants salary and allowances, 
insurance or provident fund if such cash exceeds Rs. 1,000/- in the case of a 
Corporation servant drawing a basic salary of Rs. 300/- and above or Rs. 500/- 
P.M in the case of Corporation servant drawing a basic pay below Rs. 300/- P.M.  
 
5. The Standing Committee may at any time or general or special orders, require 
a Corporation servant to furnish within a period specified in the order, a full and 
completed statement of such movable or immovable property hold or acquired 
by him or any member of his family or on his behalf or by any member of his 
family as may be specified in the order. Such statement shall include the details 
of the means by which or the source form which such property was acquired.  
 
Register of Books and Publications: 
 
A register of books and publication in O.P Form No: 26 and library issue register 
in O.P Form No: 27 shall be maintained in the central record section.

 The reference books and other publication supplied to a department shall 
be preserve with care. A clerk in each department shall be nominated for that 
purpose and he shall maintain a list of books supplied to the Department. The 
books shall be arranged in serial order and any book taken out for reference 
should be replaced in its proper place immediately after use. It is the duty of the 
clerk to see that all correction slips are pasted immediately they are received. 
 
Gazette and Gazette Notifications 
 
The General department should circulate the Karnataka Gazette to the 
Departments which do not get it Heads of Offices are personally responsible to 
see that notices, notifications and orders appearing in the gazette affecting their 
departments are perused by the officers concerned and that typed copies of 
them are kept in stock files concerned if they are required for constant reference. 
Separate copies of them should be taken where action is called for and given to 
the caseworkers concerned.  
 
Confidential Reports: 
 

i) In respect of every Corporation servant an Annual Confidential 
Report shall be recorded assessing as correctly as possible his 
physical mental and moral suitability for his office and for 
promotion, his ability to apply intelligently the Law and procedure 
prescribed to cases coming before him, his treatment of his 
subordinates and behaviours to his superiors and colleagues in 
other department and his relations with the public.  

ii) The Confidential Report in respect of Heads of officers and 
Departments shall be recorded in O.P Form No: 29 and of all other 
officials in O.P form No: 30 covering period of his service from the 1st 
January to 31st December every year and shall be forwarded by the 
1st February following the year of report 

iii) The report shall be written or typed by the officer preparing the 
report. To facilitate identification, the name of the officer recording 
the report shall be written in block letters below his signature and 
his designation also indicated.  

iv) The Confidential Report shall be recorded by the Head of the office 
in respect of all officials and submitted to the concerned Heads of 
Departments where they will be preserved in safe custody after 
countersignature by the Heads of Department. A certificate of have 
received the Confidential reports of all officials working in the 
Department shall be sent by the Head of the Department to the 
Administrative officer The Confidential Reports of Heads of Offices 
shall be recorded by the Heads of Departments in duplicated and 
submitted to the commissioner direct and a compliance report with 
regard to the same sent to the Administrative officer. After the 
Commissioner has seen the report and added his remarks one copy 
shall be retained by him and the duplicate returned to the Head of 
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the Department for record. The Confidential Reports of the Heads of 
Department shall be recorded by the Commissioner in duplicate and 
one copy shall be sent to the standing Committee for information 
and the duplicate retained with the Commissioner.  

v) An Officer preparing a Confidential report shall record all relevant 
observations and opinions which he might have formed, which shall 
be a frank and full appraisal of the officers merits and demerits 
giving as far as possible specific instances or reasons for the 
particular opinions he has expressed. The report shall be prepared 
with the greatest caution and no record or remarks shall be made 
lightly on the spur of the movement or based on prejudice.  

vi) Whenever an officer is transferred in the middle of a year, a report 
shall be prepared unless the transfer is within the first three 
months of the succeeding year, and forwarded to the officer under 
whose administrative control the officer is transferred, to be 
competed at the end of the year. 

vii) Confidential reports in respect of lent offices of Government working 
in the Corporation shall be passed on by the Commissioner with his 
remarks if any, to the Head of the Department to which the lent 
officer belongs.  

viii) The penalty or censure imposed on an officer or orders regarding 
any other disciplinary action shall not be recorded in the Annual 
Confidential Reports but a copy of the letter or order imposing 
censure or other punishment shall be included in the officers 
Confidential report file. All adverse remarks whether through an 
ordinary or special report shall be communicated immediately in 
writing to the officer concerned while so communicating a short 
summary of the good points observed by the reporting officer shall 
also be communicated but the name of the officer recording the 
remarks shall not be communicated to the officer reported upon. 

ix) When the officer has done outstanding work in the course of a year 
and earned appreciate on, it shall be communicated to him. 

x) The responsibility of communication shall be- 
a) Commissioner in respect of Heads of Department; 
b) Heads of Departments in respect of Heads of Officer / and 
c) Head of the office in respect of others. 

 
xi) Every officer to whom adverse remarks are communicated may 

within six weeks from the date of receipt by him of such 
communication, submit his representation, if any to the officer who 
communicated the remarks. Desiccation on the representation 
received shall be taken expeditiously and communicated to the 
officer concerned and in any case within six weeks from the date of 
receipt thereof. A superior officer may at any time of his own accord, 
forward Special Report on an officer working under him should be 
consider that the conduct of an officer makes such action 
necessary.  
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xii) A register in O.P form No: 31 shall be maintained by all Heads of 
offices to watch the timely receipt of confidential reports and their 
final disposal by the prescribed dates. 

 
Leave and Holidays: 
 
 Every absence without leave is an infringement of discipline which unless 
a satisfactory explanation is forthcoming, will be seriously dealt with. 
 
 Leave must be applied for and got sanctioned before it is availed of 
excepting causal leave necessitated by medical grounds. 
 
 Application for leave will be disposed of in accordance with Rules and 
subject to the exigencies of office work. 
 
Casual Leave: 
 
 Every section shall maintain in O.P form No: 25 an account of causal leave 
taken by members of the staff. One page should be allotted to each official. 
When an official is transferred form one Department to another Department an 
extract from the register should be sent to the Department to which he is 
transferred along with his service register. Application for causal leave should be 
submitted to the sanctioning authority with a note as to the eligibility of leave 
and arrangement proposed for the discharge of the applicant’s duties.  
 
 When an official goes on leave other than causal leave, the relieving official 
must verify all the papers handed over to him with the case registers and see 
that every paper shown in the register and pending is handed over to him office 
keys, if any should also e handed over. A list of papers and other records 
handed over shall be prepared in duplicate, signed by both the relieving and 
relieved officer, and a copy shall be kept by cash by them. The relieved officer 
shall transmit to the relieving officer all instruction verbally given to him from 
time to time by the offices under whom he worked and any confidential papers 
given to him for custody.  
 
 The grant of every holiday is subject to the condition that arrangements 
will be made for the dispatch of urgent business. A clerk and a peon will be 
posted for duty by turn. Nor corporation servant shall leave the Head quarters 
without obtaining permission of the Heads of officers concerned. Any member 
before leaving Head Quarters shall gave his new address in the office. 
 
Personnel Files of Officers: 
 
  The Administrative officer should maintain in respect of each Head of the 
office an personal file which should contain the order of his appointment and a 
complete chronological service record of the officer regarding his posting, 
promotions, grant of leave, deputation to foreign service, passing of 
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departmental Examinations etc., This will be in addition to and distinct from the 
Confidential Reports.

Classification of References. 
 

1. The tappal received by the caseworker is of two types. 
(a) References pertaining to matters pending in the officer and 

(b) New references. 
 

If a reference pertains to a case which is already pending in the officer 
he shall note the fact of its receipt against the subject already registered in 

the case register and shall immediately keep it at the appropriate place in the 
relevant case file.  

 

2. The new references generally fall under three categories viz., those 
relating to subjects common to the Department for which distinct registers 

known as Special Registers are  maintained,    periodical  returns,  and  
those of a   iscellaneous kind.  All  the  categories  of references shall be 

entered either in (i) the case  register (ii) in a Special Register or (iii) in 
the periodical Register.  

 
References relating to periodical returns shall be kept in the file 

concerning the particulars return. All notes initialed by the caseworkers 
themselves have to be entered in the Case Registers. 

 
Special Registers.  

 
Special Registers are required to be maintained for particular items of 

work in O.P. Form No. 5 if the following conditions are fulfilled. 

 
(a) The number of cases started under a particular item is large; and 

(b) The procedure to be adopted in the disposal of the case in uniform. 
 

Each Head of the Department shall prescribe the Special Registers to be 
maintained in his department and indicate the form and procedure to be 

followed for their maintenance. 
 

Periodical Register. 
 

This shall be maintained in O.P. Form No. 19 for all the reports and 
returns due to and from the caseworker. The actual receipt and dispatch of 

the periodicals with their dates shall be noted in this register. A compilation 
will 
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normally be allotted one page in this register. 

 
Case Register. 

 
This shall be maintained separately for each compilation in O.P. Form 

No. 5. Since this register is to be kept for each compilation separately, the 
subject matter should be clearly stated to bring out the exact description of 

the case. Where references or cases are sent out in original mention shall be 
made in the remarks column of this Register of the date of dispatch and of 

the office to which it is sent. 
 

Case Registers shall be opened from the first of April of each year. The 
pending cases shall be brought forward to the corresponding registers.   

 
Each case shall be identified by the Department by a serial number in 

the Case Register and the year in which the case has arisen. 

 
Illustration: 

 
GD/CR A-1/500/74/-75 means that the case relates to General 

Department and bears the serial number 500 in the Case Register of 1974-75 
maintained by caseworker No. 1 of Commissioner’s Office. 

 
A Single application or a petition may refer to several disconnected 

matters, the only connection among them being that these emanate from the 
same source. The correct course in such a case is to take relevant extracts 

from the application and start separate cases.

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Powers and functions of the Mayor:- 
 

1) The Mayor shall preside over every meeting of the BBMP. 
2) Subject to the provisions of this Act, the Mayor shall have general 
powers of inspection and may give direction to the Commissioenr 

with reard to the implementation of any resolution of the BBMP or 
a Standing Committee in the discharge of any obligatory and 
discretionary functions of the BBMP, and the Commissioenr shall 
coply with such direction. The Mayor may call any record of the 
BBMP from the Commissioner and the records made available to 
him shall be returned by him within fifteen days from the date 

they are made available.  
3) The mayor may, by an order in writing delegate any of his 
functions to the Deputy Mayor. 

4) The Mayour shall not be elgible to be elected a chairman of any 
standing committee. 

5) If the Mayour is, at the time of his election as mayor, the chairman 

o an elected member of a Standing Committee, he shall cease to 
hold office as such chairman or member of such committee.  

6) If any vacancy occurs in the office of the chairman of any Standing 
Committee, the Mayor shall convence a meeting of such committee 
for the election of another chairman.  
 

Functins of the Deputy Mayor:  
 
5) When the office of the Mayor is vacant, his functions shall devolve 

on the Deputy Mayor until a new mayor is lected.  
6) If the Mayor is continuously absent from the city for more than eight 

days, or is incapacitated for more than eight days his functions 
shall devolve on the Deputy Mayour returns to the city or recoves 

from his incapacity, as the case may be.  
7) The Deputy Mayor shall have the power to direct the Commissioner 

to get the Administration and Audit Reports prepare in time.  
8) The Deputy Mayour shall discharge such functions of the Mayour as 

may be delegated to him by the mayor. 
 

Functions of the Standing Committees of the BBMP of the City of 
Bangalore. 

 
5) The Standing Committes for the BBMP of the city of Bengaluru shall 
perform the following functios, namely:- 
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i) The Standing Committee for taxation and finance shall deal with all 
matters relating to finance and taxation and all matters not 
specifically assigned to any other Standing Committee; 

j) The Standing Committee for public health shall deal with all matters 

relating to public health; 
k) The Stainding Committee for town planning and improvement shall 
deal with all mattes relating to town planning and improvement; 

l) The Standing Committee for public works shall deal with all matters 
relating to public works.  

m) The Standing Committee for public works shall deal with all mattes 

relating to accounts and audit; 
n) The Standing Committee for education and social justice shall deal 
with all matters relating to education and securing the social justice 
to persons belonging to the Sheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes 
and other weaker sections of the society and women; 

o) The Standing Committee for appeal shal deal with all matters 

relating to appeals; 
p) The Standing Committee for horticulture and marketing shall deal 
with all matters relating to hortidulture and marketing.  
 

6) The BBMP shall by regulations framed for the purpose, determine 
the powers and duties of each standing Committee, not spedifically 

provided for in this Act and may by regulations provide for a 
conference of two or more standing Committees or for the 
appointment out of such committee of a joint committee for any 
purpose in respect of which they may be jointly interested.  

7) The Stanidng Committee for accounts, in addition to the powers and 
duties assigned to it under the regulations: 

 
e) Shall supervise the utilization of the budget grants; 
f) Shall have access to the accounts of the Corporation and may 
require the Commissioner to furnish any clarification which it 
considers to be necessary as to the receipts and expenditure of the 
BBMP Fund: 

g) May conduct a monthly audit of the BBMP accounts and shall be 
bound to check the montly abstract of receipt and disbursements for 
the preceding month as furnished by the Commissioner; and 

h) May, subject to the approval of the BBMP, write off the amount of 
any loss or depreciation caued to Corporation property which 
appears to the Committee to be irrecoverable.  
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Provided that where the amount of any such loss or depreciation 
exceede rupees one thousand it shall not be written off except with 
the previous sanction of the Government.
